Rivas
was sliot and his Indians disarmed.
One report says that Rivas was
killed in bailie and anoth-
er that lie Win executed. II
is asserted that jpers were re-

covered from him proving that
President Rogran of Honduras was
in league with him, and intended
toakl him in the eiTcKt to overthrow
the UzHa IniinWralion. Tills
report reudeis uncertain tlieattitude
of Honduras.

Iu lehair of ISirrilUs it b
claimed, however, that lie sought
only to maintain a coufede ration
which had been entered into with
due oleiiinity by ail the Central
American states, and there is reason
to believe tlrtt lie sought to enact
tlie role ia Uismarok in effecting a
union of states. Rut it is evident
that the Jive republics of Central
America are not yet in a condition
