The evidence was
clear and satisfactory and that no
other cause of offense was given. Qo
the second of September the white
miners te the number of 160 armed
themselves with rifles and made &an at-
tack on defenseless Cninamen, killing
28, Wb many others and burning
and thelr quarters. -

By the passage of this resolution the
Uulted States wonld express its sym-
pathy with ihe victims, and a iallure
to do so would inflict & wrong whose
consequences the United States could
rot prevent nor foresee. It must be
clear that the result of mob violence
had only to be made known to the
House to meet with the condemnation
which it merited. All considerations
