Christ; that they might lead the saintsand the Chnrch to perfection: And weknow the Church wasiullv etahitshrtunder this divine direction, under the
gut ana power 01 the Holy Ghost and
the personal teaching of our Lord and
Savior Jesus Christ. It was eathMah- -
.ed with Apostles and Fropbets.evan- -
feustsj pastors ana teachers, with

governments, with gifts and
powers-an- d privileges and --blessingsand ordinances, that, tha people who
believed In Jesus Christ mfht hot h
'left in scattered condition,, bat that
wiey migut assemoie togetner and be
organized alter the pattern of heav-
en, that the beeinninic of the heateniv
kingdom and heavenly government
might be in their midst. For the workthat Jesus came to estahlleh wna in
deed the kingdom of heaven so far aaue coma estaousa it at that time. And
the word of . the man who came to
prepare the way before Him was: "Re-
pent, for the kingdom of heaven fs athand.". The disciples of Jesus Christall who believed --on Him, were or-
ganized in the various branches of that
Church, and all, the branches-wer- e

Joined together in one, with Jesus for
their living head, with a, representa-tive upon the earth in the person ofthe Apostle Peter, who, assisted by his
counselors, James and John, presidedover the Church, and "these men were
looked upon as pillars of the Church.'
We find by looking through the Mew
Testament the nature of the Church,
the power within it, and the blessings
enjoyed; and the promise that Christ
poade was. that . if . His servants ob-
served to do all things whatsoever He
commanded, the gates 'of bell should
not prevail against them, .

For a time the' Church . of Jesus
Christ as it was organized,

' remained
upon the earth. , The power Of God
was in the midst ot the Saints.. Theywere united together, Jews and Gen-
tiles, some bondsmen and some free-
men, some belonging to one sect, and
some belonging to another, and some
to no sect at ail. When they were bap-
tized into that Church they .were all
baptized by one spirit into one body,
they became united, .they were organ-
ized after the pattern of heaven, and
the HolrSpIrit ran through the whole
body. The same spirit was in the .feet
as in the head, and in the hands. 'Every
part of the body of the Church was
actuated by the same spirit' and the
same influence, and that was the pow-
er la their midst that made them one
and different from ' ail other people on
the face of the earth. But after-- a

time errors crept in .among them.
Wickedness and corruption also were
Introduced They . began to departfrom the ways of the Lord. -- The per-
secution that was heaped upon them
made the hearts of some Jail, and af-
ter a. time the Church began to go .into
darkness and to lose the characteris-
tics which it showed forth in the time
when it was first established. Heresy
afterJieresy crept in. and after a while
the things that the Apostles predicted
came to pass.' Wicked: and corruptmen arose in the midst of the people,and "made merchandize of the souls
of men.".. They turned away their ears
from the truth and gave heed unto fa
bles. And after a few - years had
passed away the- - Chnrch went into
darkness, and Godrwithdrew His Holy
Spirit and tne power and authority of
the Apostleahlp. . The Apostles were
slam. The lights that were placed in
the Church were put out by the band
of wickedness.. Darkness covered the
whole earth and gross darkness the
minds of the people. 7 - ' ' s '

A church arose different from -- the
Church which Christ established; it is
to-d- ay called the Church of Rome, or
Koman Catholic ' Church,' which pro-
fesses to be the ancient Christian
chnrch continued upon the earth down
to the present time, ; and the Pope of
Rome, who presides over it, claims to
be a descendant in authority of St.
Peter.' But' when we coinelto look into
the claims ofi this church to succes
sion we find that they will not stand
the test, of investigation. When we
compare the Chnrch, of Rome with
the Church that Oiries-eetablls- hed we
trad that It Is altogether different. .Its
organization, its ordinances, its teacn-ing-s.

Its , doctrines are at variance
with (the organization, teachings and
doctrines of the Church of Christ,' In-

stead of Apostles over the church,
there are Pope and Cardinals.: Instead
of baptism by immersion for t le
remission of sins, the . sprink-
ling of infants that know - no --sin;
Instead of the gift and power ot the
Holy Ghost, darkness. Instead of
charitywhich' covereth a multitude of
sins, persecution and a desire to co-- rr

man into certain forms of religion.
Instead of tne f ordinances'-- Instituted
in the ancient Church in behalf of the
dead, prayers for the souls in purga-
tory. 'I might go on at great length
and show the difference between
that church' and the Church" that
Christ restablished --'But that U
not my purpose this aiternoon. -

Any-
one who will take up the New Testa
ment and read the account given there
of the acts of the .Apostles, of the
doctrines taught in the epistles, of the
ordinances, of the spirit and power in
tne cnurcn oi ionst, : anu men com-

pare that Church with the church
called tha Church of , Rome, will see
that thev arc two entirely distinct and
separate organisation having nothing
whatever in common witn eacn oiner,
except perhaps that in ai few particu
lars tney nave some resemoiance. :

Now, all the other , forms ' of the
Christian religion which exist upon
the faee or tne eartrtnave sprung iroru

rectly, and if the Church tot' Rome is
wrong, all the organizations that have
sprung from it must oe. wrong also.
unless some of these people who have
seceded from that church nave been
autaomed by God - Almighty, have
beer, 'authomed by : ther Lord Jesus
Christ, to establish a new chnrch. But
mere is sot one 01 ttieoi ttiat claims
any such thing. &ot oae of the vari
ous sects that I am referring to, claims
to have been authorized by divine rev
elation to set np a new chnrch.- - No.
