By invitation of Mr. L.F. Mone¢h,
Prinelpal of the Ogden Seminary, 1

nch, who is fully up to the de-
mands of the times in his methods
of instruction, and has labored very
hard to elevate the school to its
present standard.

The lIst class called for examina-
tion was one in Ray’s Arithmetie,
third part. This class, in which
were twenty members, had just
completed the book, It was exam-
ined thoroughly from the first to
the last of the book, and the mem-
bers evinced a thorough knowledge
of that branch of science. Some of
the most difficult examples were
given to the class to work on the
board, and butl two failures were
made by the entire class. The work
and analysis of the examples given
to the class, were of such a charac-
ter as to indicate a thorough under-
standing of the rinclplea over
which it had

The 2d. class in arithmehc, in
which were twelve members, had
gone 80 far as to profit and less, and
appeared (o understand that over
which it had passed very well.

The 3d. class was in multipliea-
tion of fractions and contained
twenty members. This class also
appeared well posted so far as it had
goue,

The method adopted in these
arithmetic classes is, when a stu-
dent has worked and analyzed an
example, the other members of the
class ask questions on the rules and
principles involved, and if that
student's mind is pot perfectly
clear on all those principles, the
class is almost certain to detect it.
The mental arithmetic class,con-
taining sixteen members, had just
completed Ray’s Arithmetie, part
second. The analysis given by
this class was excellent.

The 1st, class in the afternoon,
was in Clark’'s Beginner’s Gram-
mar. This class contzins twenty-
five students. The members eof
this class were required to analyze
a few simple sentences, which they
did very creditably.

The 2nd grammar class, eleven
in number, was next called. This
clas was critically examined on the
cases, declensions, conjagations,
and, te some extent, on the other
pmperties of the noun and verb.

A geogmpedy class was called
and examin pretty thoroughly
throughout the common school geo-
grapby; many historical quest fonn
were asked and answered. The
way in which these questions were
answered, indicated a great cultiva-
tion of memory. There were four
little boys in this class from about
nine to ten years of age that drew
my especial attention. They were
Masters Thomas Stanferd, Henry
Peery and Frankand WillieMcGaw.
These boys certainly deserve great
credit for having stored their
minds with so extensive a know-
ledge of geegraphy and history.
