has never been practiced by . railroad
companies with which I amconnect-ed- .

Bo far as they are concerned
they j practice the "same general
business principles i f that n gov
era and regulate individuals in the
management of their "affairs. The
primary consideration with railroad
managers under the observance of
the golden rule, is, their; treasury.
With this in view, and to-me- com-
petition, they-often- ; carry freight at
less rates for ! a ;. longer than for a
shorter distance, and they acceptthe less rate because they can't do
better, because a small profit is bet-
ter tljan none. This is only in ac-
cordance with ' the principles of in
dustry and thrift and economy
which should ever Lie encouraged.
To deny the companies the privilege
of working for a small profit would
be on a par with saying to an indivi-
dual, "better be idle than take small
earnings when larger cannot be
had f It is the policy of the Central
I'acinc, and X believe of railroad
companies of the United.Btatesi gen-
erally, to accept small profit" when
larger cannot be ' obtained, as it is
also its policy to encourage the de
velopment of the resources of the
country. In doing so it practices no
unjust discrimination of charges,butit puts in -- practice, common . and
econdrnic principles. In fixing the
charge for service by railroad com
panies, there are various things that
may enter into the determination of
rates; prominently among them the
quality f of article carried; and the
quantity, the distance moved, the
climate and other difficulties to be
overcome in the transportation, the
volume of business, whether the
movement in either direction is
about equal and the ques
tion ! of om petition. Your com
mittee is undoubtedly aware that a
very large portion of the coarse, un-
manufactured products of the coun-
try is' moved below h varage, rate
of the cost of transportation, yet in
doing so nobody is harmed. , . The
railroad companies find the smallest
profiti better than none. A rate
barely sufficient to pay $he expenses
for movement is better than idleness.
