practice of polygamy in defiance of
the na'ional laws. The dissenting
judges concede tbo power of Congress
to tup; ress polygamy and punish it
as a crime but they deny that this
een lie in tho manner provided
for br the lulmundsact. which sub-

stantially adjudge! the Mormon
Church gmlti, without gning it a
jadiclil heating, and then proceeded
to appropriate its proierty to govern-
ment uses.

It Is by no means
certain that tho several religious do
nominations of this country will al
wayKremamso equally divided as at
present It may not bo probable, but
u. cersaniy is nol impossiblo that
some dav tl ero may be a religious sect
so strong In this country that itsverv
strength may prove a temptation to
attemi t the repression of other sects.
Such thing have boon, and may be
again. When that day comes what
protection will there bo for religious
liberty save In tho Constitution of the
United Mates, and what will that Con
stitntion b worth aa a protection in
such a caso If it may bo twisted for the
pnrposo of crushing ont.a sect which
happens to bo odious to a majority of
tho people, as Mormonism confessedly
is, and deserves to bo Tho trouble
with the present case Is that it Is not
polygamy alone that the ami

are waging war again-- t It is
the complete crushing out of the Mor-
mon Church that they chiefly desire,
and it Is to that work that the Jtepub-lica- n

justices of tho fcupreme Court
have givoa their assent But thsvl
havo been rash in their zeal They
hav e established a precedent tbat may
plague this country somo day."

The Meridian, Miss, Ikaly Zcici
views tho subject from s political
tandpoint,and thus expresses Itself.
"In the suit of the Mormon Church

against the United Mates, the vital
doctrines of Republicanism and De-
mocracy are again brought to the
front. The Republican Supreme
Court Judges havo decided that the
United States have not only the right
to suppress polygamy, but also havo
the right to scire the. funds and prop-
erty of the Mormon Church. The

not exempted in the operations of that
law. Of course, as In the case of
Iowa, this knocks prohibition a dead
ly mow on the head. It completely
kills the police regulations against this
trafflo which may bo on tbo books of
any.

A liquor dealerof this eity lias
only to send a trucL. to Jcisey City for
a supply of whisky In flasks, or to
Iloboken for a load of brer In bottles,
lie Is free to sell this in the metropolis
without an excise license- and without
tbepayment of any tax. The State
has no power to stop him, nor the ex-

cise commissioners any authority to
In'erfero with him It mav ba that the
State may prevent a regular saloon
traffic in nuh a case bv prohibiting
the drinking of sueh liquors on the
premises where sold But even that
woild require legislation at Albany.

The Xew York OAsrrrtrr thu
echoes the saint' refrain

"If the principle of tlie ileeiswn is
maintained then any Stato may be
Hooded with liquor from another
Slate, and no state law of anr kind
can prevent its sals and distribution
Tins decision, as announced, is so re-
volutionary in its operation that it is
difficult to realize tbat it is reasonable
or fust. It is fatal to the idea of any
relief from anv ev II by the ue of local
option. If the supreme Court lias
found tint this is the law, then, as In
other cases where the Court has made
decisions repugnant to tho moral sense
of tho nation, there is no remedy ex-
cept in some tnodifieaiKin of the gen-
eral law. At the present moment the
liquor question in Oreat Britain Is
being agitated in Parliament Perhaps
this decision of the Supremo Court
will force the matter to the front as a
National question. It cannot bo that
an in elligen:, educated Christian na-
tion is powerless to curb and fetter
tho most daOKoruiis beast that fattens
in its pastures."
