that lie should have been glad to Ills
ouss the trenty In open session anti to-

the remark he lidded the opinion that
the time hall almost come when tile
question of annexation should be de
bated on a bill looking to legislation by
both houses of Congress rather than
on the basis cif the treaty While lie-

thought therettimight be a bare poqs-
lbully of securing the sixty votes neces
ary to ratify the tyhe conceded
bat under the Tnt clrcumlance-
thl was exceedingly doubtful and he
thought he sooner the fact was recog
nlzed and a change of front made the
