JUMPING CORPORATE LANDS.

An act cf Congress approved March
!, J867, provides : i ? i r if -

'That whenever anv Dartion of the
public lauds ot the United States have
been, or shall be settled noon and oc
cupied as a townsVc and therefore
not subject to entry under the agricul-
tural vre-emDtl- on laws, it shall be
lawful, in case such town shall be in
corporated:, for the -- corporate author
ities tnereor, ana if not incorporated,for the Judge of the county court for the
county in which such town may be
situated, to enter at the proper land
offlce, and at the minimum price,the lan si so settled. and occupied,lntrust for the several nse and bene
fit of the occupants thereof, accordingto their respective interests: the exe'
cution oi wnicn trust, as tu tne dis
posal ol the lots in such town, and the
proceeds of toe sales thereof ,to betcoa- -
ductea anacr sucn rules ana regula-
tions as may be prescribed by - the
legislative authority of the state or
territory In which the same may bn
situated.'' . . '

The same act contains other pro
visions relative to this subject, among
which are specifications Of the amount
of land permissible to embrace in a
to wnslte, which is based upon the
population. A. town site containing a
population of 1,000, may embrace 1,280
acres, and for each additional 1,000 in
habitants, not exceeding 5,000 In all,
329 acres shall be allowed.
, un j uiy l, 187U, congress passed an
act "For the relief of the inhabitants
of Salt Lake City, In the. Territory of
Utah," as follows.

"That the words 'not exceeding five
thousand In all,' contained In an act
entitled 'An Act for the relief of the
inhabitants of cities and towns upon
the public lands,' approved March
two, eighteen hundred and sixty- -
seven, snail not apply- - to Halt .Lake
Citv. in the Territory of Utah: but said
act shall be so amended and construed
in Its application to said city that lands
may be entered aa provided in said act
for the mil number of inhabitants con
tained in said city, not exceeding fit
teen thousand ; ana as the city covers
school section number thir)y-six- ,. in
township number one north, of range
nnmber one west, the same may be
embraced in such entry, and indemnity
nau De given tnereior when a gram

shall be made by Congress of sections
sixteen and thirty-si- x, in the Tertitory
Of Utah, for ecnooi purposes."An act of the Utah Legislature, ap
prove February 17th, 18U9, prescribes
the "rules and regulations" under
which townslte lands were to be dis
posed of in this Territory, in pursu
ance of the laws of Congress. It pro
vldcs that after the townslte shall have
been entered:

?

Sec. 1. "It shall be the duty
of such corporate authorities or Judge
(as tne case may De), ana tney are
hereby directed and required to dispose
of and convey the title to such land, or
to the several blocks, lots, parcels or
shares thereof to the persons entitled
thereto, to be ascertained as herein-
after prescribed.'

The act then proceeds to prescribe
the proceedings by which claimants of
lands within the towsslte entry obtain
their titles, etc. Among the provisions
of the act are the following

Sko. 10. II there shall remain any
unclaimed lands within the limits of
such city or town after the expiration
of six months from the publication of
tne notice provided in section tnree,
the corporate authorities, in cases
where the lands shall- - have been en-
tered by thea, and the judge of pro-
bate in cases where the lands shall
have been entered by htm, shall cause
the name to be surveyed and laid out
into suitable blocks and lots, and shall
reserve, such portions as may be
deemed necessary for public squares,
school houses or hospital lots, and
shall cause all necessary streets, roads,
lanes and alleys to be laid out thro neb
the same, a plat of which, properly
certified, shall be recorded in the re-
corder's offlce of the county in which
the same may be situated; and the
mayor of such city or town, or Judge
as aforesaid may sell the lots and
blocks so laid out and not reserved
for public use In suitable parcels, to
possessors of adjoining lands or to
other citizens of such city or town, at

prir.n not less than five dollars per
acre, xr iracuon-e- i an-- acre; ana in
case two or more persons apply for the
same tract, they shall sell the same by
auction to the highest bidder. And if
any such lands remain unsold at the
end of three months from the date of
filing the plat thereof for record, as
required herein, the corporate authori-
ties or Judge as aforesaid, shall have
power and authority to sell such va-
cant lands at public and private sale rn
such manner and on such terms as they
may deem advisable lor the best inter
ests of the city or town, and shall give
deeds tnereior to tne several par- -
Chasers. t
. In pursuance of the foregoing laws
the corporate authorities of this city
entered a town site which embraced
5,760 acres, the amount allowed on the
basis of a population of 15,000, and in
due time a United States patent issued
therefor. The tract of land on Ar
senal Hill which Mr. Link, on the 13th

inst., endeavored to Jump, is embraced
within that patent. We understand
that that individual bases bis action
upon the alleged fact that the unclaim-
ed lands within the city (limits, which
he tries to seize, were not surveyed
and laid out into suitable blocks .and
lots, etc., and the record 'thereof filed,
as required by section 10 of the terrl
torial law above quoted.

But it will be observed that no time
Is specified within which such survey
shall be made, and the failure to make
and record it Is, at the ntmost.no more
than a neglect of dnty on the part of
municipal officers, and to hold that it
invalidates an absolute pat
ent - issued Del ore sucn neg-
lect" could have ' occurred, is
preposterous.. A United States patent
to land can .be attacked .only on the
ground of fraud, terror, or pther clr
cumstance existing btfort Us issuance
It, at the time a patent issues, no fact
exists which if shown? would vitiate
it, it can never be attacked on account
of any circumstance transpiring cub--
sequent to its date. The patent is
aoed to the corporate authorities of a
'city or town is In ho way conditional.
In respect, to Its validity: and binding
force, upon the future ltaithfnineas of
municipal officers in the- - discharge of
their flu ties;; and. should they be dere
Uct the people of the corporation
Cannot . be robbed of valuable realty
owned by them in a corporate capac
ity, by any unscrupulous adventurer
whose method' of gaining possession
i by forcible entry and detainer. !

If the corporate authorities hare
been derelict in ; not having the j un-

claimed lands within the town' site
limits surveyed, platted, recorded,
sold, etc., and any citizen is thereby
aggrieved, the latter has a remedy by
mandamus 6r other proceedings in the
courts. But to say that, because the
corporate authorities have failed to
take the steps necessary to ; give citi-
zens an opportunity to purchase lands
which have been patented to the cor
poration stranger from another State
may seize such lands without money
or price and appropriate them to ais
own use, Is reaching a hlght of absur-

dity so excessive as to require no ar-

gument t show It. People possessed
of ordinary intelligence can see It. By
the foregoing is shown. In part, the
preposterous character of Mr.' Link's
actions and pretentions. The legal
argument might be pursued further,
but we deem It unnecessary to do so at
present. - - .
