"No one will dare figure on it, for
the sum total is millions, It was an
unfortunate thing all around."

"Has any one been the trainer?"
"I can't see how. On the contrary,

Detroit must parepare to extend more
charity this winter than for ten years.
There are laboring men who have been
idle for months, and when winter
shuts down it will be hard times for
them."

"What of the f uture?"
"Don't ask. 1 know there will be

one less builder here after this fall.
There Is nothing in the future to en-

courage anybody to invest money in a
business which strikers can ruin for
him." Detroit Free Itess.
