The Snprems Coort Affirms the Judg-

ment of the Court Below,

UIVI.NH ITS III.AMIX4 TIIKItl.lOll.

Jmliri .Miner I)lciit. l'rom llio Opin-

It was t ton o'clock when the
four Judges of the Territorial Hupremu
court took their soils this morning,
and after tho reading ol the minutes of

yostcrday's proceedings by Clerk
llsche, tho 0 lnlou of thocoutt In the
Duvli murder cne was delivered by
Associate Justice llattch, substantially
as follows:

The defendant was Indicted on the
27th IS".', In the First
Ju llclal district, for tho crlmu of
murder. Un tho 29th Heptember ho
by his attorneys demurred to tho In-

dictment, which demurrer was over-
ruled and the trial of tho causo com-
menced on Iho llHh October. On tho
SOlh October the Jury returned n
verdict 0 guilty of murder In the first
degree, and on the 3rd November the
court sentenced tho defendant to be
shot, he chooslug that modo of death.
Ilefore sentence was irouounced his
couusel moved for n new trial, which
motion was overruled, and lheieiiion
oouniel moved In arrest of Judgment,
alleging aa a ground that the Indict-
ment does not charge murder In Iho
first decree. The court overruled this
and the defendant appealej to this
court, assigning as error the overruling
of the several motions.

In tho argument of tho casti before
llilacoutt counsel conflnid thrmaelvra
mainly 13 one polnl the sulllcleucy
of the Indictment to charge murder In
thu first degree under our statutes,
and the cionil deration of this point
will dlspoau ol all the tuslgnniculs of
error. (the Indictment was hero set
forth In full.) An Indictment for
murder In the first drgrtu must con-
tain all tho facts necessary lu con-
stitute that crlmu In order to sustain a
conviction In that drgric. These
facta must bn precliely stated
and with aulllclont certainty. It
must 'urulah the defendant wllh audi
a description of the cliargeagalnst him
as will enable him to make his de-

fense. Tho crime of murder Is uaJe
up of acta and luteut and thiao must
bo set forth with reasonable piittoi-larlt-

oltlme, .

the elements which constitute the
crime of murder In tho flrt degree
with sulllclent certainty; Thu ele-
ments which conitltutu the crime of
murdtr under our statutes are llrst.

mnllco aforethought.

All these elements aeem to app ar In
tho Indictment In this casu. When
there It a deliberate Intention t like
away tho life of a hunnn being malice
laexpressrd, and when a human being

Is klllixl unUw.'uIly with u any
twnsldtrabltf rovtcitlon, or wheo
the clicumstuices at tho lime
of such hilling show an aban-
doned or millunsnt lien it, malice
Is implied. Thu term malicu denote)
a wicked Intention of thu wind. An
act done with a depraved mind, attend-
ant wllh circumstances which Indicate
a wilful disregard of the rights, or
safely of others or of siclsl duty, Indi-
cates malice. Mallco o'orcthouglit Is
such wlcl.ed Intention ot tho mind
previously nntoitoliied. Hucli Inten-
tion may be Inferrnd from the acts.

It was argued by counsel lor dcfi
thai as used In the Indictment lu

this cam-- the terms wilfully, felonious-
ly and nr lilt dolilierntely i remedltnUd
mallco aforethought do not op ly to the
killing but only to theasnauli, tout the
Intent to kill la not manifest In the
Indictment, aud that therefore the
defendant was orroueouily convicted
ot murder lu tho first ilegrir.

Counsel for ilcfeuUtit Insist that
such specific Intent h wanting In this
trite, nnd that tholnJIctment will not
aiutaln a verdict of murder In the Ural
degree, but will at most only sustain a
verdict of murder lu thu eocoud de-

gree, and that tho allegations In the
Indictment necessary lo constitute the
cilme of murder run unly to the
astault and chorgeno sprcUlu Intent to
kill. If this contention ho correct,
ttcu there Is no ground on which thu
verdict inn be sustained even though
It would reduce the grade of punish-
ment of one wliolsactunllr guilty of
the higher crime. The olject ot an
Indictment Is to give thu defendant
precise Information of IhefscU which
tnnsiltuo tho criminal charge preferred
against him.

In regard to the sulllcleucy of au
Indictment our Territorial Legislature
has provided how Iho suf-
ficiency of an Indictment mut he
determined, what acts must Le aet forlh,
to what extent, and that they luuit be
aet forth clearly and dlttluctiy,

and lu such nun er "as
will enable tho defendant to under-
stand the character of the ofleme," and
"the court lo understand what Is
Intended."

Tne fsots allcgcJ In tho InJIct.
ment In this case, after showing
the time when and thu phen
where the acts were done nte a
staled with reasonable! o'earuewi and
pieclslou, and the Indlctmtiit furn-
ished such a description of thu charge
against tho accused aa was
to enable him lo make Ills defemu
against the crime of murder lu the
lllatdtgree. From the allegations the
Intent Is manifest, an I It tho tints
alleged be true It cannot be success-
fully contended that the appellant
merely Intende I a severe chastisement
nnd did not Intend to kill. The allega-
tions are sulllclent to show that he In-

tended thu consequences rf hll actr.
A person who ustaadeadly weaiioii In
an unlawful manner mutt bo taken to
Intend tho natural and usual

reiullliigfroiu audi use.
Tho word lutenl ll not used In tho

Indictment lu this case, but, na has
already teen observe 1, It la Incorporat-
ed lu tho turm "mallco aforethought,"
and ho also the ac.i described Includu
thu Intent. Tho words "anJ" aud
"then and there" are used In connec-
tion with each allegation, and the
allegation "wilfully, felonhusly and of
his delllieratoly premeditated malice
nforelboughl" applied to the assault,
as shown lu the Jndlclmeiit, and
to the heating, bruising, and
wounding, ran als;, though the
words "nnd" and "then and there"
to the killing, und therefore It was
not necessary to repeat the turma wil-
fully, feloniously, etc., In connection
with the allegation did kill and mur-
der. A further repetition would
nt llher have renderod the charge more
dear or certain, nor would It have
brought tnu Indictment nearer to the
rtiiulremrnta of our statutes.
