to what were considered clever
conundrums osked by professing Chris-
tians, ami ma le by twisting an turning
aomo ruble cm In tho most ludicrous
'manner, an to making It serve to an- -

swer the Isughalle question.
Years and years ago, In the thoughtless

years of childhood, a companion much
older thin onratlf rrpeatrd n portion of
tho lord's IVaycr, miking the sweet,
simple seutenca to rhyme with n silly, j
reterrnt line, and long after maturity
had been reached tho foolish rhyme
woul force Itself Into tho mind when
striving with all reverence to reiieat the
pure and liallowod prayer. And just so
thero cornea to ls verso after verso which
has lieen travestied and mado the sub-
ject of a riddle, until as tho eyes fall un
it In tho sacred volume, or as the min-
ister n nds It from the iscrcd desk, Invo-
luntarily Into the mind darts tho queer,
grotesipio use which lias been made of
the versa, rlhamo Hut It el rr shoul I be
so. And gnat pity It Is that anyone
professing loio for the word of Ood
shoul be willing to npcat oven n very
socalled "cuto conundrum, made by
misapplying a text of Hcrlpture tupabl
of sen lug a duublo meaning.

We believe that tho Testaments cf tho
Dlblearo Ihelnvalnable legacies by the
study of which the life can bo ennobled,
and through acciptonconf their teach-
ings the kiuI can be saved. They come
to us from Ood tho l'uther ami his son,
Jesus Christ, What would be thought
of a man or wumin who would bo will-

ing to take the sayings or precepts of a
good iNirent and make fun, not exactly
of them, but out of them What right
minded person would regard other tlun
with contempt such rtally contemptible
lack of revcreneo and respect, snch lack
of delicacy, of filial feeling and regardl
Tim trouble Is that "the standard of rcv- -

rt nee," us lieforo quoted, has been low-

ered by allowing tb"so things to bo
spoken of rriwatedly, If not habitually,
la a light way.

A believer In the precious truths of
tho Ulble shoul remember two things
In this connection! Tint, n louse, liht
ai plication of a Hcriptoral verse Is gen-

erally tho work of some one who Is no
lover of the reccpts thomscHc or of
him who garo themt and again, there
conies n time when no other promises
than those of the Dible can sustain the
fainting, dying heart, no other words
comfort an support the sj Irit when the
dirk volley of the shadow tf death Is
reached. An I yet aomo of the taost

words of the Dible bivo been usM
time and again to moke the thoughtless
laugh, nud so causo them to forget or
overlook tho real, Intense meaning of
the literal scuso. Wo must sometime
hear such things, but they never ncod be
repeated.

I'arenls, especially, who wish their
chlldn ii to grow up with an Idea of rev-

erence for tho Iltblo oud for sacred
things should neeer allow thcmMdrc
to (peak lightly of texts cf rktlptaro, cr
of all things to rrpiat a witticism based
onsumosereeof tho Illble. No ono can
afford to make light of tho llfeluat
which offer the only chanco of ever
reaching tl e nhoro In safety. Wht n the
time comes to lean hard on tho rod and
stiff which alone con comfort and sup-
port, It Tf HI bo n Utter thing to reflect
that when In heilth and strength all
thought of coining dependence wo cast
to the winds, wbilo tho bolprul lerse
waspirvcrte-- to servo ndonble
