The dispatches from Great llrllaln
bring Information of the severe
weather thero this sesson, and state
that among the poorer claws Iu Iho
large cltlu tbe suOcllDg Is Intense.
Multitudes of children go barefooted
when the temprrituto Is belowfreczlng
polut. I'awn slio aro packed to full
of turnllure, clothing nnd bedding that
they will taku no more, so that what
fow articles the starving poor have left
they cannot dispose of for fooJ. Many
men aro bsyoiil work If they
could gtt II, and when they do find an
oJd Job aro to weakened by
hunger that they aro exhausted wllh a
few mlnutis' exeitlou. Thu ilesolato
houses of tho sufferers echo with their
groans, nnd the peoplo are crowded
together with as little room t spsro as
possible.

Theso few sentenoes transmitted by
cable tell a harrowing tale of privation,
yet they give but a faint Ides of tho
destitution und misery experienced by
lensuf tboutandsofptople during the
Inclement winter; si misery which,
although alleviated by milder weather
In the tumour season, Is not wholly
relieved by uven a moderate supply of
tho nrcestarles of life.

Thero Is not spaoe within the limits
of this article to relato how tneu,
women and children, hunRlejs, hungry
and cold, seek In gutters and
for food lo appease their cravings, or to
recount the sullcrlngs of an army of
poor Iu the laboring classes of London,
Liverpool, Glasgow, nilnburgh,Min-Cheste-

lllrmlnghiui, Cirdlll, llolfast,
Dublin and other clilnt ani large
towns of tbe United Kingdom.

Thu many workhouses nnJ publlo
and private charities of droit Ilrltaln,
which expend vast sums annually In
abeltulng, feeding aui clothing the
needy, are unable to cope with the
steadily Increasing numbors of those
who press on thou for the means of

subsistence. Iu times of unusual dis-

tress theroare dally dlttrl'jutlont,to the
hungry crowds, of penny bowls of

eoupordlsboj of pirrldge one distri-

bution per day, to keep llfo In the
recipient of the charltv. ltosldes this,
these benevolent Institutions endeavor
to uis.it, at all seasons, tbo most urgent
cases. In this labor they psrform a
a noble work.

Unfortunately, the unlversil patron-ag-

by these poorer classes, of the dram
shop Is tho direct ctuse of muoli of
tbo tulTerlng. A laro proportion
of what llllle money li earnei by the
averagu laborer Is spent In the publlo.
house. It Is beer, beir, beor. l'arents
havo been frequently known to strip
their children of clothing glvon to the
lltllo ones by charitable Instltutlins,
and to pawn or barter It for drluk.
