OX HISTOKICAL (...OU.N'D.

Lexington, Tirginla and What the
TraTtler 31a j Fiud (o latere it

- . Hlra Thfrc.

TjlmsctoS, 1Rockbrido County,
Virginia, May 25, ISiK). Corres-
pondence of tho DESKncr News.
Lexington is celebrated as the final

resting place of tho leading generals
of the Confederacy, vie Lee aui
Jackon, and also at a seat of learn
ing. Hereare situated the Virginia
Military Institute and thu Washing-
ton mid Lee University. I recently
vMted tlio latter Institution and
met Professor White, of the facujty,
and John L. Canipbc-ll- , Esq., treas-
urer of the university. From
them I learned the following his-

torical data leletlve to the uni-
versity:

Tiie germ cf Washington and
I Co University was a mathematical
and classical school, called thu Au
gu.ta Academy, established In 1749
by Itobe-i- t Alexander, near Green-
ville, Augusta Couuty.
