A URGE LOT OF TABLE LINEN

DAMAGE BY KARTHQUAKK TRYING
FOR ARTESIAN WATER.

Brother Peter A. Lofgreen, writing
from St. David, Cochise County,
Arizona, under date of May 5th, says :

The earthquake which took place on
tbe 3d inst. ia this locality, and of
which you have learned by telegraph,was first felt at this place at 2:45 p.m.,
and lasted between two and three min-
utes. First the waves appeared to
come from west to east, and after that
from north to south.

The damage to buildings at this
place and vicinity is considerable. Our
commodious Ecnooibouse was de
molisned ; the west end fell out. All
the adobe houses in the place were
cracked and rendered unsafe to live in

We have had slight shocks at inter
vals ever since. The first night sevesv
distinct shocks were leu. lesterdar
ana last uigni nve more came, some
oi tneni quite Heavy.

1 nave lust returned irom a visit to a
clay flat two miles below St. David
on the San Pedro river, where I saw
the earth all cracked open, and through
the crevices water aua white saud had
beeu thrown up. We could see that
large quantities of ws.ttr had come ou
oi i no openings, ana tne eartn ap
peared to have raised about six inches
on each side.

1 he earthquake caused quite a scare
among the people, but fortunately r.o
one was icluied. The school was in
session, but It happened to he re
cess, and all the children were outside
of we house.

The schoolhouse was also used a a
meetingobouse, and its demolition's
quite a blow to us, as we have now no
place to meet in on the abbatqaay
and no Place to hold day school.

TBI PLAIXTIFF TKLX3 HOW HE WAS

FBllSECUTED BT BOWIES.

The Jury in the libel case of Edward
Austin vs. The Tribune Publishing
Company was completed last evening,
and the case opened this morning,
Mr. Rawlins, counsel for the plaintiff,
stated the case to the Jury, in effect as
follows : Mr. Austin had been accused
by the Tribune of "scooping a lone
woman," prior to his departure
for Europe; he was charged
with . having collected interest
on her loans; with stealing $3,000
from her on a Mammoth mining stock
transaction, and of swindling her of
about 8,000 altogether; and of sundry
mismanagemeuis in me nua.ua ui iiu
London Bank of Utah, ana with a Mr.
Tyndall, and of disposing of bib prop-
erty to his wife. The lady whom he
was said to have swindled was a Miss
Sarah J. Williams, of Massachusetts

The defendant's story is that he
received money from Miss Wil-
liams at her urgent request, and
invested it to her best advantage,
chleflv in real estate security, lie
collected th interest and remitted to
her monthly, receiving receipts there
for. He had advised the lady not to
invest in mining securities, but sne
insisted, and he bought Crescent,, Re
bellion and Marumotn slock ajsiuulowest market price, tneso neikg wnm
he considered taw safest investments
in that line. SouiA Of these securities
aDvreeiatcd great RV In value, so much
so that in one instance sue refused
to nart with Crescent for
double the price she had paid
for it. In. fact, the business of
Miss Williams was conducted in a
most careful manner, she received tb
profits, and Mr. Austin never charged
htr unit hint? for his trouble.

The transactions of the London
Bank of Utah were shown up in an
eanaliv favorablaltght. The bank had
been closed on an attachment issued at
the instance of W. H. H. Bowers, who
sued it forSGG.OOO. The owners, Oeini
non-residen- ts, were unable to secure
bondsmen to the amount demanded,

120.000. ao tke bank was closed.
The suit of Bowers was prosecuted
to a conclusion, aDd, instead of snow-
ing the bank to be indebted to Bowers,
revealed the tact that he was a debtor
to thu amount of over &M.00O. It had
taken so long to determine tnis that the
bank never reopeneci. it naa, nowever,
naid all local creditors in full, and the
few debts still owing were more than
covered by the assets on hand. Thus
what waa heralded as a mammoth
swindle oa the part of Mr. Austin was
really the result of manipulation on
the part of Mr. Bowers, who was ani
mated bv a feellnsr of enmity.

This is, in brief, the story of the
transaction as told by the plaintiff in
this case, and which he Eays he can
nrove bv indisDutablc evidence. He bad
endeavored to have the Tribune
retract its libelous articles.
but was refused. Mr. Tyndall
bad also asked that the statements
made with reference to vr. Austin and
himself be corrected, buitbls wa not
done. Mr. Klrby. who came on In the
interest of the London Bank owners
had also requested that Justice be done
to Mr. Austin, but he too met with a
rebuff.
