The
small fragments of bone and the
great lesion of the lumbar vertebrae
are paiuoiogicai facts, which could
alone endanger the patient's life.
This lesion of the vertebrae the sur
geons bad no means of repairing.
nor could it have been repaired save
by the process of nature. ttmall
fragments of bone, widely dissemm
Ated in the adjacent tissues, certain
ly could not have been removed by
any surgical operation. It was. de-
termined by the autopsy that 'the
necessity did not exist for the? re
novaJ of the balLor, In other words.

If it had. not been tor the lesion it
knight have been carried for many
years without causing death or in
convenience. There were no possible
means to know the situation of the
ball during life, as It gave no Indlca
tioQ of its presence, nor cou d It pos
eibly have been reached and recog
nized by any form of surgical probe.mat deatn would nave been 1mm
diate and the inevitable, result of
any such adven ture Is absolutely
certain. I cannot believe that one
intelligent ; surgeon will herealter
think : that at any period - in the
progress of the case the ball, or frag
ments of bone which it sent before
it, could have been successfully re
moved, for, Indeed, any serious at-
tempt in that direction would have
resulted in speedy death. Viewing
the case in the light of our present
anowieage, l am preparea to amrm
mat surgery mu not - resources bv
which the fatal result could have
been averted.
