knowledge of the ral 's rum, Thos.
Weaver, a8 Chicago laundrymsn, who
was with Witrock fore and. after
the robbe Edward Kinney,a bhrother-
in~law of Witrock, upon whose persou
was fonnd a considerable portion of
\he express money, and Oscar Cook,
who hid Witrock’s Jetters. Detectives
have turned up aboat §15,000 and esti-
mate that from $40,000 to $456,000 is still
u ounted for. ¢
