50 Lives Lost.— Fires of 1871 Nothing
in Comparison.

John Ballentine, of Verona Mills,
says 58 lives are known to be lost in
the nuighborhood of Sand Beach,
The fire suddenly reached Verona
mills on Monday, and the town was
soon wiped out. The wind was so
strong that Ballentide and his wile
were picked up and blown 15 or 20
yarda, A woman snd her husband
were found lying against a tree desd,
the woman being partially delivered
of a ¢hild, The devastation done by
the fires of 1871 are nothing in com-
parison to the fires of the last few
days.

Townships Swept by the Flames.

IEAST BAGINAW, Mich., 8.—Re-
ports show that in Millington town-
ship, Tuscola county, 21 families are
Jeft homeless and houseless; in Den-
mark, Guilford and Tuscols town-
ships, same county, 20 or 30 families
are burned out and scres of timber,
In this vieinlty the fires are chiefly
confined to Buenos Vista Blumfield,
Bridgeport and Beechrun townships L
on the east, and Rockville, '‘Beil-
waukee and Saginaw towns on the
west, in all of which a number of
buildings and large quantities of
property are awepl away.
