The few persons who have explored
the dangerous land oi Yucatan claim
for it tii a txvsseflslon of wonders more
ruai velons than any that are. the boast

it- - is rich la relics of , powerf nl and
highly civilized races who dwelt there
ages agof aad' wao lef 1Jhitidi them
temples, palaces, mural painting.sculp- -
tures, bas-relie- fs, ana inscriptions
There are traces of giants and dwarfs,
of savage warfare, of peaceful agri-
cultural pursuits, and of Splendor aud
riches unequaled in any age. Vast piles
that were once palatial residences are
fast crumbling away. Mayas, who are
lorever on the warpath against their
oppressors, the, Mexicans, frequently
use the temples and palaces as camp
ing places or foits when menaced by au
enemy. The Mayas look upon ail white
men as their enemies, ana will leave
their flelds or nresides at a moment's
notice to drive them from their domain.
They are a mixed race. Their features
are tine, somarfjif rfectly hairless and
have small hands autlloet, while Others
are directly opposite In these respects.
They have dark eyes and black hair,
which is combed so as to resemble a
thatched roof. Their height varies from

trirte over four to six feet. Iheir
clothinsr consists ouly of a pair of
.trousers and a blouse maue oi wnite
muslin. Thev wear straw tats ana
sandals. The women have long hair
which they wear eioseiy connnea to
he baek5 of their5 beads. 'Yuetr gar

ment is of white muslin and reaches
from the shoulders to the ankles. They
are domestic in their habits. The home
of the Maya is usually an oblong hut
with thatched roof and mul walls.
They rrow aad export-yearl- abont
