A. large number
of farms, gardens, and mills along
its t ourse ' were ' Inundated by the
flood. The heaviest loss is at Ches-
ter. Dr. Hemans loss is estimated
at ten thousand, the water having
swept through a story ot his Emery
mill and carried off a large amount
of emery. The Hanum Edge Tool
Company is entirely destroyed; the
farms of Mr. Xaicius and Newton
Cowles are badly damaged.,. Seve-
ral buildlnirs were floated. oS from
their foundations or flooded. The
high water continued at Chester
nearly two hours, and the heaviest
loss is experienced in the destruc-
tion of roads and bridges. To re-

place the bridges will cost about
ten thousand, besides several thou-
sand to repair the roads. The Bos-
ton and Albany railroad is very
badly damaged for a distance of
nearly twenty miles. Every bridge
between Middlefleld and Hunting-ton is wholly er partly destroyed.
The road bed is also washed out in
many places and travel between
this city and Albany will be sus-

pended for several days. The wires
are still down beyond Chester, and
no definite information has been
received as to loss of life at Blush
Hollow, which it is now thoughtmust have been considerable.

Later about th Reservoir.
A special to the Union, regarding

the flood, says that about twelve
years ago the second reservoir was
built, three miles further up the
stream, by Ckurcli Bros.; this was
smaller than the . lower" one, and
cavered from fifty to eighty acres.
The . upper-- reservoir, with an Im
mense volume or water, made a
break about four rods in the high-
way to the darn of the lower reser-
voir. The UDDer reservoir was built
of earth; and the whole dam sud
denly gave way. Harvey Meachamwas at the reservoir, and speedilywarned the people at Blush Hollow.
His warning, and the fact that a
part of the lower reservoir dam gave
way, prevented loss of lire, and
very much lessened the damagedone. The .Boston and Albany
railroad - suffers heavily. At the
Middlefleld switch a long two-arc- h

atone bridge, under which is
the Middlefleld brook and turnpike.was swept away, also a considerable
length of the track, amounting to
200 feet It will cost about $100,000.A. a a e a aio - repair mis DreaR, . and will
require considerable between the
Middlefleld switch and the Chester
depot. There are eight railroad
bridges, nve or which are either
unharmed or but slightly damaged,two of these are stone, costincr each
$73,000. The three bridges are so
badly damaged as to need to be en
tirely rebuilt; lone ef these is of
stone, costing forty thousand; : of
the two others those next to West-
chester, one was to have been re
placed tma rail by an Iron bridge.The loss on these bridges is about
$15,000 each. The damage to the
company's bridges and: roads will
amount to $150,000, fand the loss
rrom tne idleness or tne road much
more.1 f Tho . highway between
Blush Hollow and the Middlefleld
switch was entirely obliterated,
and six bridges were carried away.
No lives are known to have been
lost, though several persons , are
missing. Heavy rains had been
prevailing in that section, . which
were' the immediate cause of the
break. ... .

Two unoccupied houses were
swept away, at the ' Middlefleld
switch, also barns, and ; amongother things, a tenement Occupied
by JJeon Jones Deaux and familywas 1 carried off, and the inmates
barely escaped. The arch of the
bridges above Chester alone saved
the j village -- from destruction by
staying the flood. The water had
nearly spent Its force before reach-
ing Huntington; so. that little dam-
age was done; there. Below, that
