LoNDON, 19.—The Herald's spec-

The present situation is remarka-
bly perplexing. Yesterday’s money
panic subsided not because of the
less probability of an eastern war,
but because the calmer judgment is
that England won’t forcib_.?rinl.er—
véne, and consequently urkey
must pfomptly surrender to Rus.
sian menace or Invasien. Nobodr
“professes cértainty abowt Russia’s
real purpose or the true iutent of
other powers, Tllaoﬁravity of the
sitghfion is portended by the pro-
found secreey of the diplomatists.
New facts are unattainable, though
stockjobbers manufacture abund-
ant eanards, against which all
should be on their guard. The only
thing apparently sure is that the
triple alliance has not been renow-
ed, nor is it likely to be. Neverlhe-
less the best impresson is that the
great Powers _will remain paesive
even if Russian makes war on the
Sultan. If the latter persists in
rejecting the peace conditions here-
tofore oflered, the political neces-
sity formerly recognized for Tur-
key’s territorial integrity has lost
much of its influence. Awustria,
while nominally favoring the ac-
ceptance of Turkey’s armistice pro-
position, carefully avoids commit-
tal to ils armed support. Italy
maintaivs asimilarattitude. If war
comes her interests lie with Russia
Inany event,therefore,the apparent
alternatives are a speedy peace or
substantially Russia’s terms, or a
short war between Turkey and Rus-
sian and her Servian allies. 1t re.
mains to be seen whether Russia’™
mediation after the struggle begins
will be suflicient to confiue it to the
east and not provokea general war.
Herein lies the real anxiety.

AN ORDINANGE

Water from the Main FPipes, and
for Other Purposes.

BECTION 1.— Be it ordaineld by
the City Council of Salt Lake City
that the Water-works constructed
by the Corporatien to supply Salt
Lake (City with water from City
Creek Cafion, shall be designated
and known us the Salt Lake City
Water-works; they shall be the
properly of said city, and shall be
under the sole and exclusive con-
trol of the City Council, who may
from time to time direct the cou-
struction of sugh reservoirs, water
tanks, water mains, service pipes
and fire hydrants as the necessities
of the inhabitants of Lhe city may
require.  The City Couneil shall
also appoint a Superinfendent of
Water-works, au Assessor of Water
Rates, and such other officers as
may he necessary to carry on the
works.  All officers so appointed
shall hold office during the pleasure
of said Council,

SEc. 2—The Superintendent of
Water-works shall, under the direc-
tion of the City Council, have
charge of Lhe reservoirs, water
tanks, water mains, fire hydrants,
and all the machinery and appur-
tenauces appertainiong to the Water-
works., He sball have the direc-
tion of the laying of water mains,
and pulting in of service pipes,and
the regulation of the water supply
to tire hydrants and to all con-
sumers.  Sald Water Superintend-
ent. before entering upon the duties
of his ofllee, shall take an oath of
office and give bouds, with ap-
proved securily, to Salt Lake (lity,
in the penal sam of $5,000, condi-
tioned for the faithful performance
of his duties. He shall report to
the Clity Council gquarterly, or
oftener if required, his doings as
Superintendent, the condltion of
the Water-works, ayd make such
suggestions as the nalure of the
seivice may reqguire.

SEC. 3.—All hydrmauts shall be
under the control of, and shsll be
kept in repair by the Superintend-
ent of the Water-works, and ip case
of fire or fires the Fire Department
and such others as the City Coun-
cil shall authorize, shall have free
access to sald hydrants. No other
person shall opem or operate any
fire hydrant, or altempt to draw
water therefrom.

SiEC. 4.—Any person who shall
wilfully or earelessly run a vehicle
against a fire hydrant, or other-
wise ilfully or caelessly injure
the same, or draw, or attempt to
draw water therefrom, sball be
subject to a fine of not exceeding
onge hundred dollars, and be liable
for all damages done to said hy-
drant.

BEC, 5.—Wrenches for tire hy-
drants shall be furnished by order
of the City Councll to the Fire De-
partment, for their use, and to sueh
other persons as may be deemed
proper by the Council, and any
officer or member of the I'ire De-
partment, or other person having
charge of one or more of said
wrenches, who shall permit the
same to be taken from their place
of deposit, or to be used for any
other purpose than those authorized
by the City Couuncil, shall be liable
to a fine of not exceeding fifty Jdol-
lars for each oflense,

Bec. .—Whenever any person
desires to obtain a supply of water
from the City Waler-works, he
shall make application therefor,
verbally or in writing, to the Mayor
and sign an agreemeut that he will
be governed by such rules and regu-
lations not inconslstent with this
ordinance as may be prescribed by
the Mayor for the control of the
waler supply; said application must
state the loeation, kKind of buildisg,
numbeyr of roorns, and the entire
area of grounds to be supplied, aud
fully and truly state the purposes
for which the water is to be used;
and upon notification from the
Mayor, ; the Superintendent of
Water wourks is authorized to ex-
tend, at the expense of the city,
the serviee pipe to the {nside line
of the cnrb gtope, or to within six-
teeti feet of the properly line, at
the point most conveuient for sup-
plying the premises of the appli-
vant.

SEC L—\When  cpplication s
made by a tensnt, it must be ac-
companied by Lhe siguature of the
owuner of the building er grouuds
consenting to und authorizing the
introduetion of water into such
premises, and expressly agreeiug to
the rules and regulations embodied
in the up}»ll('nlluu and to the pro-
vision= of this ordinance.

Bee. 8 —To each service pipe
there shall be attached, at the curb,
a stop-cock nud key box, which
shall be paid fur by-the consumer,
and be under the exclusive control
of the Superintendent.

SEC. U.—All service and other
pipes used underground shall be of
cast fron, extra strong lead or tin-
lined lead, and laid not less than
four feet below the eurface, and all
pir-s for water auprly, whether in-
side or outslde, shall be of suflici-
ent strength to stand the water
presgsure, and all such work, alier-
ations or extensions thereof must
be dune to the aceeptance of Lhe
superintendent. But no extension
of a consumer’s attachment shall
be made withont firsé obtaining =
licenge therefor.

BeC. 10.—1f any water consumer
shall permit any person from other
prem’ orany unsuthorized per-
som, t6 use or obtain water from
said copsnumer's premises.or waler
fixtures, whelber inside or outside
of his building, the supfily of water
may be cut oft and the amount paid
forieited.

SEC. 11L.—All persons taking the

copfiections, and dther Water ap-
paratus in good repair and protect-
ed from frost at their own expense,
but mno person, except under the
direction of the BSuperintendent,
gshall be allowed to dig inlo the
street, or sidewalk, for Ehe purpose
of laying, removing or repairing
any service pipe.

BEC, A2.—Lf any eonsuiner shall

| waste any water, or allow it to be

wasted by negligence, such af im-

srfect stops or valves or leaky
Joints or &ipm, or allowing tanks to
leak or overflow, or wastefully
