Tbe various
evangelical and other sects have
in like manner increased from
meagre followlnirs to an aggregate
or 15,033,030. While the men of the
nation have been absorbed in tbe
acquisition ot property, the mini-
ster, tho priests, have been working
among the women and children to
augment the power or their
churches. Their growth In num-
bers or communicants lias been par-
alleled all the while by a growing
assumption or the nbt to interfere
in the affairs of government. Lone
ago it became clear to thoe who
paused In the rush or the river or
avarice long enough to look about
them, that there were two ecclesi-
astical parties in the United States
striving to obtain control or the
government. Those parties are the
Catholic church, on the one hand,
and the combined evangelical
churches on tbe other.

Both are powerful organizations.
Combined, they represent nearly
one haU of the population or thu
country. They have agreed to work
together for the purpose of amend-
ing the Constitution so far as to in-
sert In itadeclaratlon that God is the
Author and Jesus Chrlt the Toiler
of the nation, and that Congress
shall enforce a recognition of tills
amendment. That done, American
IolitIcs would at once become
theological Id character. Election
contests would rppre ent the struggle
of Catholic and Protestant oppon-
ents. The American politician is a
plat!c animal. Ho will suit him-
self to wliaterer demand his con-

stituents clioooo to make. Though
in heart he were opposed to all
churches, that fact would never be

known were he seeking office where
the peoDle were governed by theo-

logical beliefs. The consequence is
that Whenever Ilia time comes, as
couieltwlll, that the church enters
Into politics, the strength orpriest-cra- ft

and the truculcnco and
cowardice of the politician will put
tbe government into the hands of
one or the other or the two ecclesi-
astical parties named above. Tills
is Inevitable. Hut when that is
Cone, what follows?

If the Catholic church obtains
control, It wlil curtail the freedom
and privileges now enjoyed by all
other sects and it will curb freedom
orpeech nnd pr" TuB atheist,
tbe Infidel, the Unbeliever In

will be warned to get
into tbe "ouh true church." If
thej rcfusej tu American Inquli
tloU will nppear and proplb will be
murdered for opinions take, as In
tbe past.

If the combined evangelical
churches should get control uf the
government, the nthelst, the infidel
aud ail the unduirchcd masses
would be ghen leave to Join church
or leave the country. They hnve
already said that such w 111 be their
ultimatum. They would rekindle
the old fires of bate and persecution
against the Catholic They have
succeeded la ulftklug Congress rob
the Mormon church because of its
polygamy. They woutd then rob
the Catholic church on account of
its celibacy. That is, they would
attempt to do to. Whit would be
the result?

There woul 1 bo lu the United
States a frightful religious war be-

tween the Catholic and the
evanjelical reels. Whero Would
the unchurched peoplo bo then?
Reacted between two fires. It would
make no difJereuce to tbent which
part won, for the tddts of ntlher
Would mean their banishment or
extermination. It would make no
difference if the atheUls, infidels,
and all other unchurched peoplo
threw their cimblned weight upon
either side.

It might
be made at any time in reference to
any nation on earth, it has beeu
true in the lu-- t, it will be true In
the future. The Mormon concep-
tion is that if the Latter-da- saint?
remain true to their faith in aud
practice of righteounis, when, b
its own wicVedne", the nation has
been broken, ttie Mormon people
will take the ruins and rctiore the
government. Thcro Ij nothing
in MoruioT theology (I do
not mean the violent sermons
that were preached by excited men
when au arm was on the borders
threatening the peoplo w ith destruc-
tion, but tlie theological tends of
the Church), that can lo construed
as meaning that the Mormon vop'e
will ever attempt, bj force or arms,
to obtain control of the nation. They
b ltevo that tr they are faitlifal they
will be the means of restoring the
government when factions have
dismembered it.

Take this belief in conjunction
with my demonstration that tbe
Catholic and l'rotitant ets are
.trlvlng for control of tile govern-
ment and must inevitably In time
precipitate n religious war over it,
in which tills free, constitutional
government will lie Uestro cd, no
matter which party wine, and it
becomes apparent that thu general

of the Mormon faith may
at, lea.t In fart, fulfilled,

llut the Mormons are the only
sect in the world that is iatl!led
with our Constitution as it Is. They
are the only sect In the world that
sees God already lu the Constitu-
tion. Thty are tiie only sect In the
world pledged by its creed to the
malntenaneeof liberty forall man-
kind. They are the only united
body or people m tlie world pledged
by their ialth to Uphold tlie Consti-
tution or the United States. They
aru tlie only sect that has not made
threats against the equal rights or
the athel-t- . the Infidel and all un-
churched people.

Now, supposing the time had
come when the Catholic and Pro-

testant sects are pitted against each
other in au internecine strife for
control or our nation and thu un-

churched masses saw. as they inut,
that they would lose their liberties
whichever side won, and, at the
same time, they saw standing aloof,
taking no part In tlie strifi',the Mor-
mon Church pledged to restore con-
stitutional liberty when tbe warring
factions hal destroyed it, what
would they do? If they v.ere not
the veriest imbeciles they would
throw their power into the scale
with that of the Mormon people
and help to rehire the freedom that
had been overthrown b tho warring,
sectarians. That, too, is what they
will do That Is the destiny or

and I'reethought on this
continent. Seeing that today, I re-
fuse to become a parly to thu treason-
able scheme or "Utah Liberalism;"
refuse to give my nid to bulll up a
pouerthat will dl'frauchl'c tne as
it seeks now to disfranchise tbe
Mormons; refuse to encourage any
Jesuitical conspiracy to the
grandest government the world has
ever known, aud I appeal to all un-
churched voters to stand with me
on thu true American platform.
If, in the future, when wo have
been able by and with the Mor-
mons to restore and perpetuate
a free government, the Mormon
priesthood should show any disposi-
tion to deprive us or our liberties,
wc can then consider that question.
Today the Mormons are the only
organizd people on the continent
who will or can aid us to restore our
liberties when Christian priestcraft
lias torn them from us. Let us

The
latter left Cincinnati at 8 p.m. An-
other pas.nger train left Cincinnati
au hour earlier. Doth these trains
w ere held nt Somerset, K ., two
hours or more on nccount of the
freight wreck south of that place last
night. When the track was clear tbe
foremost Ciucinnnti train started
out from rfjmerset first, met
and passed safely tho north bound
freighL Then tbe other paenger
train started cut. When the. first
Cincinnati train passed out, the
crew orthe freight npppcar to have
overlooked the fact that another was
to follow and they pulled out aud
slatted northward. Less than a
quarter of a mile away they entered
a tunnel, one sixth of n mile long.
In the niot hopeless place in which
a train engineer ever met death,
the engines of the two trains
dashed into other and the
cars following. The horrors of
