time, but without a thorough know
ledge of tbe nature of the material
used, and its chemical action en the
flour in the process of fermentation,
the operator cannot control it at
will. The amount of good flour
destroyed annually through failure
of the yeast plant in the hands Of
the baker, commercial and domes
tio, in ail parts of the old world and
the new, la w lines of thia fact.
Even such men asM. Pasteur and
otner Chemical celebrities, who
hare made: tne various phases of
yeast fermentation their close study
for years, could not define the
chemical action of the yeast plantIn bread fermentation, to as to
come within' the scope of comDre- -
henslon of the ordinary commercial
baker. It is well known to the trade
that their stock yeast will de
generate In proportion to the
frequency of storing or startingit with seed of its own kind.
For years back and up to the present day it is customary for the
baker to apply to his neighbor
crartsman for fresh stock to renew
hit etra; aometimea as often as
every second t or third brewing, if
not weii Yereea in -- tne art of pre--
setTing itr One --of the principalcauses in the deterioration of stock
yeast, if not scientifically prepared,

grain being of a softer substance

two kinds of acid that of mineral
and vegetable the former may be
made strong enough to dissolve and
decompose rocks, bones and vari
ous kinds of metals, and the latter
made to decompose and destroy any
kind of vegetable substance. I ts
power of decomposition may be
learned by leaving a steel Knife
blade in vinegarjand Inashort time
it win corroue and eat the metal
completely through. Sometimes
the miller, having but one run of
stone, if overpressed with business,to euppjy nis customers may allow
