MAKING QUARTZ JEWELRY.
ONE OF CALIFORNIA INDUSTRIES THE

DIFFICULTIES IN THE BUSINRS9.

Though quartz fit for the art of the
leweler. is found all over California.
the best is mat coming irom tne,.
mines of Grass valley. It is not often
that a miner comes across rock which
would tind a sale among the Jewelers.
Tue gold has to be evenly distributed,
and not lumpv. so that after it has
passed through tne necessary stages
which prepare it for setting the spots
and seams of gold are well scattered
throngh the rock. The quartz which
the miner thus procures issent down
either to a bank or any assay office,
and from there the leweler receives
notice that a consignment is ready for
auction. The bids then depend entirelynnnn t.h state of the stock held bv
the different bidders, and shouldfa
Jeweler happen to be In want of quartz
the amount paid wouia pernaps pe
double that which he would pay upon
any other occasion. As a rule, the Jew-
eler pays - much higher for the rough
nuartz that would one Who desired to
nurchase solely for the cold to melt.

The quartz as taken by the Jeweler, is
brought in lumps weigning irom one
to ten pounds, and in this condition
it is handed over to a mechanic for
the purpose of being cat Into slabs,

I jne process is an easy one, ano is
nearly similar to that followed by the
marble-cutter- s, ineww oy wnicn
Iiie uif.isuvu V... VUJ.J ,
and is made of sheet tin and charged
with water and emery: The quartz is
held up to it, ana in its revolution it
divides the martz. The slabs into
which the rock la cut do not generallyevceed one-elir- ht of an Inch In thick
ness. The preliminary work Is then
over. It Is not until the Jewelry is
made, the fittings as it were, that these
slabs are again cut, then fitted Into
gold and cemented. It is then ground
off level with the cold and dually po
lished till it asstnes that brightness
as when exposed tor saie. . .

Whether ouartz jeweiery will ever
become fashionable its a question
which the business men of this city

thought. They declare
iMl,r, """iif-'- to use nuartz fantas

or fine It down
so as to cut it into delicate flowers or
leaves. There is an air of substantia-bilit- y

about all the trinkets made for
ladies, Wntcn, inougu nauasome, nave 1

somewhat of a clumsy look. And then
the Jeweiery has to contend against
a difficulty which lies on the opposite
side, uuartz can not oe naa in sum-cient- ly

large pieces to use in the ma
nufacture of obiects of nse and orna
ment. Some years ago a Jewel casket
was made in this- - city for the wife of
a certain rich Judge, which itself was
a marvel of beauty and excellence of
design, it being , of solid gold and

having four panels, each oneauartz, In length, and three inches
in width. The. cost Incurred in this
work was enormous and the amount
of labor Incredible. Some light estim-
ate of tne trouble may be formed when
the maker of the casket had to employ
a man who traveled for two entire
months throurh the different mines
in search of quartz of sufficient size to
