saturday 19 bb this morning we struck our
tents and formed a line of marebmarch crousincrossing9
grand river atac the mouth of honey creek I1 and
nelsonsbelsonsNel sons ferryfeny grandgiand river is a largelar e

beautiful deep and rapid stream during thette
high waters of spring and will undoubtedly ad-
mit of steam boatboat oavaiava gation and other water
craft and at the moat i of honeyhoay crookcreek isig a

ended harbor and good landinlanAinjr we pur-
sued our course up the river mostly ipin the tiratim

herber about 18 miles when we arrivedarrive at Cool
lyman who lives at the foot of tower
hill a naifename I1 gave it in consequence of the re-
mains of an old ne hite altar or tower where
we camped for the sabbath in the afternoon
I1 went up the river about half a mile to

ferry accompanied by president
rigdon and my clerk bigeorgeceorge W Robi nason
furfor the purpose of selecting and laying claim to
a city Pplatt near said ferryfeny in davis county
townstownshiphip 0000 rangerange0 27 and 28 and sections 225
36 31 and 30 which the brethren calledcaged spring
hill butbat by the mouth of the lord it was named
AD AM 0ONDI AHMAN because said he it is the
place where adam shall come to visit his peo-
ple or the ancient of days shall sit as aspokenP oxen
off by daniel the prophet

sunday was spent by our company
Pprincipally at adam ondi ahahmanman but near
the close of the day we struck our tents and
travelled about six miles north and encamped
for the night in company with judge morin and
company who were also tratravellingtravel liue north

monday 2 ast1st this morning after making
some locations in this place which is in town-
ship 016 1 range 27 and 28 we returned to robin-
sons grove

1 about 2 miles to secure some
land near grgrandand river which we passed the
day provi ons and finding a mistake in the for-
mer survey I1 sent the surveyor south fliefive or
six miles to obtain a correct linoline while some of
us tarried to obtain water for the camp in the
eveninevening 4 called a council of the brethren to
know wwhetherhether it was wisdom to go immediately
into the north country or tarry here and here-
abouts to secure land on grand river aeac
the brethren spoke their minds freely on the
subject when I1 stated to thetthe council that I1 felt
impressedtrip to tarry and secure all the land near
bybv that is not secured between this and far
west especiallyespe cilly on grand river president
rigdon concurred and the council voted
unanimously to secure the land on grand river
and between this undand far west

elders kimball and hyde arrived at kirtl-
and from england

tuesday president rigdon went last
withawith a company and selected some of the best
locations in the county and returned with aaa

good report of that vicinity and valtivaluableable lo-
cations which might be secured Folfollowinglowin 9
awhile in the course of the company I1 returned
to campamp in robinsons grove and from thence
went west to obtain some game to supply our
necessities 1 we discovered some antiquities
about one mile west of ththe campecamp consisting of
stone mounds apparently erected aain square
piles though somewhat decayed and ob-
literatedliterated by the weather of minymany years these
moundsband s were proprobablybabiy erected by the abori-
gines of the land to secrete treasures we
returned withwithoutout game

wednesday we all travelled east lo-
catinga lands to secure a claim on grove creek
and nearnear the city of adam ondi ahman to-
wards evening I1 accompanied elder rigdon to
col wio and the remainder of the eamcpm
pany returned to their tents

thursday this morning the company
returned to grove creek to finish the survey
accompanied by president rigdon and col
wight and I1 returned to far west

frilay 23 th the company put up the river
made some locations in the afternoon they
sustrucktick their tents and reremovedI1 to col

stueday they surveyed lands on the
othersother sidede of the riverriver opposite adam ondi
ahman sunday they spent at col
Wih

monday the company started for home

parfar west and I1 left faracir west the same day
in camfcompanyany with brother hyrum smith and 15
or 20 others to seek locations in the north
and about noon we met president rigdon indand
