Caffrey and Penn, charged with the
murder ot liobert Taylor at th Great
Barrier Island, bare been committed
for trial . From the proceedings at the
preliminary examination, it would ap-
pear that the defense of Penn will be
that he did not anticipate the murder
of Taylor; but merely that he would be
tied up i that the girls might be
taken away, and that he had no hand
in the killing. Both prisoners will be
defended by counsel on the trial be-
fore the supreme court.

Thomas Hali, who was convicted oi
the attempted murder of bis wife and
sentenced to imprisonment for life, hafe
now beeu arraigned for the murder off

Captain Cain, his fatber-ir-la- w. Capv
tain Cain died In January last; and
since the trial for attempted murder
suspicion was aroused that he had
been murdered. The body was ex-ham- ed

and was found to- - contain a
large quantity of antimony. There ar,
however, now many difficulties in the
way of proving who administered the
poison. s

Settlers are still being placed on latd
in the northern part of the Auckland
district, under the village settlement
schema promoted by Mr. Ballance, the
present Minister of Lands. The cli-
mate and soil of these districts are ex-

ceedingly favorable for small settler,who have in the first place to look to
the support ef their families with the
necessaries of .life. The slackness of

The
subsidy on wbtch this company laid the
line between Australia and New Zea-
land expired some time tince, and
Parliament refused to renew It at the
old rate. They authorized the Govern
meat to offer a subsidy oi to, 000 peranuum for five years, coupled with cer-
tain, conditions as to rates. The
company refused the terms offered, and
a prolonged negotiation commenced.
At length the company, peremptorilyraised the rates to a scale almost pro-
hibitory. The Government retorted by
imposing terminal rates. HiVent,uaiiy,
however. It Was agreed that the com
pany should not make any increase in
the tariff, but should instead greatly
reduce the rates ior press messages,
and that this arrangement should sub-
sist for six n onths Ju order to enable
Parliament to review the whole posi
tion. There is at present a project
under consideration to ixj a cable
U(USB MIL.

that a subsidy will be asked to assist in
that; A PaciilC cable would have many
advantages for New Zealand, and for
all the Australian colonies. It would
give a route which would be less liable
to interruption from various causes
than the present, and which would not
be stopped in case oi war amongst tne
Powers. The cable would have sta
tions on different islands of the Pa
cine, aud thus these eolonles would be
brcuigbt Into Immediate cmmaalcatlon
with the Islands, which now give a
large amount ef trade chiefly carried
on by. colonial capital ana snips.

SOUTH AUSTRALIA.

Christie Falmerston.who has arrived
at Geraldton. lepoits h&vlng, in . com
pany with Q. E. Clarke and W. Joss,
discovered a sold Held S5 miles west of
Geraidton and 40 miles from llerberton.
The prospeets average 15 pennyweightsto one ounceoi nne tcoia to the loaa oi
wash, accompanied with a little nne tin.
The wash dirt la from one foot to
twenty inches and the sinking three to
nve feet. The lead has keen traced for
miles bat its continuity is broken by
creeks. Palrai rston brought in from 80
to 40 ounces ot gold. The road is very
bad, being all Jungle. . There is no
mode of transit for diggers' require
ments, and the raioy season is about
setting in.

A letter to the Sidney Herald from
the Kimberley tields of September 221
says: "Another murderous outrage
has been perpetrated by the blacks. A
few nights ago, while five men were
asleep In their teat, which was pitched
pear the Panton River, some sirty
miles north of McPheu's creek, the
Blacks threw a shower of spears at
them. One of them w as speared in
the sideband another In the neck. The
latter died almost Immediately and
without a groan but the injuries of
the other, man ire not of a serious
character. The oiankets protected the
remainder of the party and they es
caped without a scratch. By the time
the three who were not injured be-
came awake there was not the slight-
est sign ot a black . in the neighbor-liood.- ".

The Sydney Hefald of November 25tn
gives the following summary from the
gold fields : In mining circles there is
little of particular Interest to report.
The excitement in connection with the
Kimberley rush has long since abated,
and tho return of disappointed diggers
id reported almost daily.
