The American lron Trade.

PHILADELPHIA, 20—The aunual
mecting of the American Jron and
Steel Association was held here to-
day, Samuel Reeves President. The
secretary submitted the statistical
reps ort, embracing a genemal revision

f the iron trade. It states that
uu- present financial crisis has de-
ranged the whole business, and
‘prices_have declined, reaching in
«ome mills, far below the cost of
preduction. At the beginuing of
November fully One-l*? of the
'urnwes and mills were idle, and

v the end of the month ope-half

W lh( furnaces will be blown out.
I'he rail mills are bare of orders,
and the stock of pig fron isaccumu-
lating, with no sale at any price.
A thousand iron workers are out of
work, and those yet employed have
accepted a reduction of 15 per cent.
['nder these circumstances, says
the report, it is proper to con-
sider whether it s wise to eon-
tinue the encourngement of the im-
portation of foreign iron, the duly
on which has been twice repealed
by Congress in four years.” An in-
crease of the duty on pig iron, from

130 to $0 iu.-r ton, and preportion-
ate 1} on other classes, would be a
wize measure of relief by Congress.
It is better to have a reduced reve-
nue than cold and hunget in the
homes of American workingmen.

Resolutions were adopted, at-
tributing the past prospect of
the iron tmde of this coun-
try to the tariff imgposed by the

government, which has fostered
l:-pmt_- lmlustr.\'; asking Congress to
adopt a financial system wn e(lunte
to “the largely increased and in-
creasing business of the country;

for a raversion of the National
Bank system, and means for an ade-
quate supply of currency; declaring
that the customs laws should have

a uniform eonstruction in all U,
ports; denouneing free tmde ln
ship<. and affirming that the bank-

rupt law should be so amended as
togive three-fourths of the creditors
power to control the setilement of
the affairs of an insolvent, and to
In vent them being thrown into
inkruptey.

Will Resume Conditionally.

PaTersoN, N. J., 20.—The two

offered to resume work if the late
t-mplmees will consent to a redue-

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receipts for the last ﬂnml.ggnr ex-
ceeded the commissioner's estimate
by $4,075,458, The estimated total
receipts for the fiseal year will be
a hundred million.

the old system. The estimates for
the fiscal year 1873 show a further
reduction of $0,478, or $1,0680.458
less than the appropriation for the
fiscal iear 1878, and $1,072,285 less
than the estimate for 1874 on the
eighty-district plan. The commis-
sioner recommends that collectors’
salaries be fixed at amounts rang-
ing from twenty-five hundred dol-
lars to five thousand, and super-
visors’ salaries at four thousand dol-
lars per annum, and he repeats his
suggestions contained in his report
of Nov. 21, 1871, that soet]on 41
of the act of July- , 1868, be
amended,by making the minimum
penalty smaller, such penalty being
uow a fine of not less than a thou-
sand dollars, with not less than six
months lmprl.wnment The com-
missioner recommends legislation
limiting 'the time o July 1st, 1874,
within which documentary st.lmpn,
issued under schedule, of a greater
denomination than two cents, may
be presented for redemption. The
report concludes with the suggua-
tion made in the last annual
port, that the amendments of.l'une
6th, 1872, to section 59 of the act of
July 20, 1868, relating to the special
taxes on dealers in liquors, should
be made more explicit.

Clearing House Meeting.

House meeting, to-day, lasted
three hodrs, and the discussion was
quite warm.
