Elder H. W. NaUbitt addressed the
congregation, lie said there was noth
ing more interesting to Lue aints toan
to listen to the enunciation of the
principles of the Gospel as they under-
stood

them. ;Those who were not Latter-

-day Saints did not understand the
(Jospei itt the same way, oor aid taey
have a correct tde&ol the views of the
Saints; and although the Elders of the
Church had visited many nations pret
ty tnorougiiy, tnere.was an amount 01
liraoraace concerning the "Mormons"
which was discreditable. He had heard
many travelers express surprise when
Cold thai the people of Utah believed
the principles inculcated and taught in
the Bible; and the statement was even
discredited by some. Others believed
that the marriage relations of the
Saints were all that distinguished them
as a pt-- c altar people, in looking at one
ot their congregations, an observer
would not be able to discern any par- -

ticular difference between thoin
and conirregatlona elsewhere. Most
of the older members of the Church of
Jesus Christ of Latter-da- y Saints had
peea gathered from among the nations
of the earth, and had been familiar
with the institutions wnica ex is tea
there. Their mental characteristics
were such that they had contrasted and
understood not onlv the mnerencies
existtnx between the various sects of
Christendom, but also the differences
between their teachings ana the doc-
trines of the Bible. It was that an-

alysis and comparison which brought
conviction to their souls, and induced
them to embrace what the world were
pleased to term "Mormanism." As a
l ult, tne "Mormons" were sucn iroui
choice, having: seen the incongvaitiesof the systems believed ia by their
lathers!

The Latter-da- y Saints were Chris-
tians; with all that .the term implies,
notwithstanding the prejudices against,
and the ignorance concerning tuem.
They advocated and defended the
teachings of Christ and His disciples
ns strongly and tenaciously as couid
the advocates of auy principle. They
accepted 111m as their authority,-exampl-

and leader, and while their claim
to the title of Christians had been de-

nied, they were abundautly able to
prove their position to be correct. Of
this fact testimony in abundance could
be found In thu teachings attd Works of
tbe Church, although it was uot usual
for strangers to apply to this source
for Iaformatlou, they generally prefer-
ring to inquire,, of tbe enemies of the
people ; yet there was not a Saint who
was not wtmog.to give wnaiever jnior-mati- on

; was The doctrines
taught by the Latter-da- y Saints could
beUeasuy proven' from the Scrip-
tures,' and the Elders who weut
from Utah never bad Asked the world
to accept a' doctrine which Was not
taught in the Bible, or would not do
its adherents good. These Elders had
believed that wiat had been of benefit
to them would benefit the world at
large.

There existed with all men a desire
to learn of the object of their exist- -'

once, past, present and future; and all
nature gave evidence that there was
material somewhere to satisfy that de-
sire. Tbe knowledge of this 'material
could not be provided by man himself,
rait must procetHi iromwsi rersonage
who is tne creator 01 roan, inroirgn in-r- oi

ration and revelation. The Chris
tian .world held the theory that tbls
fountain of inspiration was open 1800
years ago; they profess to nave
faith in. the Savior as . occupy-
ing the position of a Mediator between
tne creator ana his cnuuren, a teacner
from God. whOearhe to do the will of
ilis father, ana spoke as one having
authority: and they tell of His mighty
works, and make an enaeavor to iouow
tbe principles he taught. But the whole
ivorli have th".the now of inspiration belonged, to the
era of the past ; and yet 4t ever there
was a necessity for, revelation and
inspiration, it was in tbe middle of the
nineteenth century, when skepticism
and iotldellty stalked abroad, and
thousands seemed gratefal that the
pillars of religion Were being swept
away. If there was any mediciue nec
essary, it was tuat wiiicu wouia give
confidence and faith in the worship of

od . vi be r assurance- - ot the trospei .
tbe spirit and the authority were not
now to be .found. among-th- e churches
of Christendom; : The world go
to a great expense to secure religious
instruction. Years are spent In the
education of teachers, and the people
pour out their money proiuseiy lor
their support; but the simplicity,
power and force of the primitive
Church do uot exist among the world
at the present time.

There were, certain principles upon
which the edifice of religion must be
built; these principles were divine;
they did not originate with man, but
were reveai& iroin neaven. one 01
these primary principles was faith in
God, growing out 01 the necessities 01
man's nature. ' Every man bad faith in
a superior power or being of some
kiud, whatever his conceptions ot that
be imr might be.
