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“then went on a

THREATEN STRIKE
ON ELY PROPERTY

Shovelmen Quit at Ruth and Vet-
- eran Shafts at Cumber-
land Ely Mine.

MORE TROUBLE IS EXPECTED.

Iintire Mining ¥orce Went Out and
Returned and Now Threaten a
General Tock Out.

Trouble at the Ruth and Veteran
shafts of the Cumberland-Ily property
at Hly, Nevada. threatens to throw the
entire camp into a strike, say persons
who recently visited the district.  Ac-
cording to stories which have reached
Salt Lake only one overt act can be
pointed out as a real strike in the dis-
trict although there has been mutter-
ings and gruinblings among many of
the miners for some time,
© The Cumberland-Ely property works
its property in much the same manner
as the work is now being done at
Bingham, Steam shovels scoop up the
low grade ore and load it into the cars
after it is blasted loose from the side
of the mountain.

A week or more ago trouble arose
among the shovel men at work on the
big scoops ‘at the Ruth and Veteran
shafts, A demand for more wages was
made and it 1s said it was turned down
l_))' not giving a definite answer. The
four or five shovel men at this point
strike and gave the
company three days in which, to con-
cede to thelr demands before calling
o general strike of all the forces on
the property.

ALL GO ON A STRIKE.

In some manner the strikers learnecd
that thev were to be paid off, dis-
charged the same as though they were

working  and new men employed in
their place.
As soon as this became known a

general strike of “all the
bering between 150 and 200, employed
by the Cumberland-Ely, was  called.
This happened on the second day after
the trouble. In their anxiety to force
a concession from! the  company, the
strikers, it is said. violated their agree-
ment by calling a general strike with-
out the required notice and not offering
the company 4 chance to det’end its
vosition.

As it was a ’muetmg of the union wasg
held, and all the men were orderea
back to work.: Since then there has
been  considerable 'discontent and it is
feared that a strike may break out any
minute.  Evervthing is being done to
placate ‘the men and reach an agree-
ment without further trouble.

Thus' far the trouble has. dnly in-
velved the men at the Cumberland-Ely
property, which Is owned by the Gug-
genheim fnterests and is situated eight
miles from Ely, " It Is declared that
should a strike break out it ‘would
soon spread over the  district.
