THE SMALLEST I'EOPLE.

In a late Issue otJIarpcr't Weelty,
C.C. Adams, writing of the recent
discoveries which have been made
iu the Congo basin, tells of a curious
nee of dwarfs known as the Batwas.
"When Stanley traced the Congo to
its mouth," says the writer referred
to, "ho heard at Xyangwu of fierce
dwarfs, ltbo were to live In
great foretU to the north, and to be
most intractable little creatures,
fighting like demons with iiolsoned
spears and arrows, eating the bodies
of their falkn foes, having no set-

tled abode, but wandtriug from

rlace to place through the forests,
thouclit the--c stories were

greatly exaggerated by the
.irate, wun wuucu an iMtuw
for declining to send an
Willi fatanky on his way do u the
river. It was not until 1SS5 and
lSsS that four of our explorer dis-

covered the Jiatwa dwarfs spread
ot er a great arm in that part of the
Congo llaslu which la directly south
of the great northern tiend of the
river. In no season Greufell ami
Von FraneoU found them In large
curaUra In two diOVrent river
bainover 00 miles apart. Greu-
fell bad previously found them on
tho Upper Lomami, soutiiwest of
Stanlf. Kails. Itetwecu the lx)tll
ami aid the Congo the Arabs say
they have had many a hard fight
w ith them. Further west, on the
llussera and Tchuapa river,

Von Francois hail n mitubcr
of unpleasant tncou liters with them.
At the furthest points reached on
both thee rivers thu hostility of the
howling little folks presented

Their arrows, slimy
with wison, wire show t red by
hundreds uon the wooden sun
roof of trie steamir, or dashed
ugalnt Uie steel k that pro-
tected the deck. Looking up the
precipitous blufls above the Tchuaia
the explorers could see the little

ip!e clambtritig
w here It seimea imposiible to main-
tain a foothold, and ihty saw them,
too, swinging with the agility of
monkeys irom limb to limb of great
trees, creeping far out on branches
overhanging the river, anil Hunch-
ing their shafts In the im-
pertinent strangers u ho had dandt?
invade their wriacv. Over iT5
miles further south Wissmann met
them in the country of the
songe, and lie described the

he met as
bits of liumanltj, ileii-e- d l

their' ne!ghbon, and living in U"
huts. Far west, ne.r the Katsi
River, among the HakuUa, Dr. Wolf
met them al-- Tliej seeuied to Lu
timid little souls, quite unlike their
fierce biethre u w ho itad given such
a warm receitlon to Greufell and
Von Franrol".

Tlie-s- curious jieople, as revealed
to us by our four explorers, inhabit
a region a little larger than the Stale
of Maine. They are lighteriucolor
and not so prognathous ts the Akka
whom Schweiufurth discovered on
theupf.r waters of the Slobatij.
Makua, and of whoHr fighting qual-
ities Stanley has retently had the
most unpleasant experiences. Itoth
the Akka and tho Itatwa are canni-
bals. It was an Akka dwarf who
told Kmin 1'asha, when quitting
his service, that he was going home
because he was tired ot beef The
Akka, from four feet to four feet six
inches in height, are believed to be
tho smallest iieople In the world.
The Itatwa are a little taller,
and, according to the several
authorities, they seem to average
about four feet six inches in height.
In only n few places do they form
the exc)u!e 'opulatlon. They
wander around anions other peoples
whose language thej s,.eak, and
whom thej supply w itlt the j ruducts
of the chase; for there are no hunt-
ers. In the great Congo forests like
thie aeth e little fellows. Kight or
more families of them rear their
rude huts together on some good
hunting grounds, and when in a
few mouths game becomes scarce
they moe on to other fields
tnd again dig their pits for iU
phants, buffalo, and hlpKpotami,
which are Impaled on sharpened
stakes as they break through Into
the trap. From the boughs of trees
also they hurl their spears at crea
tuns going to drink, and, if need lie,
they follow the w ouuded animal for
dnyis planting a frcli spear Iu its
flesh whenever an oprortuuity of-
fer. The cunning little fellows
seldom lose a weaion. The barbed

s cannot drop from the
wound they make. The shaft Is
only loose!,) fastened to the Joint,
and as the animal brushes
through the timber It falls to
his side, where it dangles from a
stout cord attached to the iron
spear point. In war they ue

arrows, an J unlike mev-- t Afri
can tribes, they attaek their enemy
in the nicht, creeping uolsrle!
up to set tire to their huts, and then
sho t their hapless victims as the,
rush out. Tribes ho have not met
them and won their friendship are
In deadly fesx of the dwarfs.
"Don't go near Uie dwarf," said
the Congo people to Greufell. "They
penult no strangers to enter their
country, they shoot with intoned
arrows, and the are the ugliest of
mortals, w ith big heads and liearded
chins upon the smallest of bodies."
Sure enough, the explorers found
that ma nj of them wear thin beards
but they are not particular ugly,
and have no other marked physical,
peculiarity except their extreme
smalluess.

When the dwarfs are tin the
mareh to new caiuiH they sleep at
night on the branches ot trees out
of the reach of wild beasts. Tlitlr
surplus meat they take to the near-e-

chief, exchanging it for
for brass wire and beads,

with which tiny buy women for
wives; and thus they are assimilat-
ing with the people among whom
they wander, and many of their

are larger than their fathers.
AnthrctologUts are sjicculatlng
upon the ongiu of these curious peo-
ple, who were known to the anciint
Greeks, and whom Herodotus and
Aristotle All the lin-
guistic and otiier evidence that
seems worthy of consideration
fevnrsthe theory that these

dwarf families the Akka
north, and the Itatwa south of theCongo, the Doko of Abyssinia, theOlmigo of the Gaboon, and Uie
lluslimen of South Africa are theremnants of the aborigines of Inner
Africa, who were finally scattered
far and wide by the iucomlng of
other people." Metropolitan.
