All these
ordinary sandstones ate rigid aud brittle,
but in itacolumite the grains nrc ec
mented together by a mineral cloaely
resembling mica or sericite These
minerals, being ipilte flexible in them-
selves, conur tlie Mine properly upon
the sandstone as a whole.
