The men in custody
were Henry Russell, of Brooklyn;
Charles Marsh, who lives on 15th
Btreet; Thos. Johnson, truckman of

B. 8. Barnard, Wm. Spike, of South
Brooklyn: P. Barrows, this city,
agent for the tug line at Thirteenth
and Fourteenth South Btreet, and
Wm. Runren, a saloon keeper,
Third Moore Btreet. Jos. Seinroth
and Andrew Tates were arrested in
Brooklyn, they being members of
the same gang. Officer Perkins, in
January last, broke up and captured
a gang of sixteen counterfeilers in
Oswego; and from some of them ol-
tained information which led him to
look for Bpike and Burrows in this
city, as men who are making and
selling the spurious money. He sent
agents here who metand formed
their uaintance and made what
are called “deals’ or purchasces of the
stuff from them; and alse came on
here and got introduced and made
some rchases himself, Barrows
being the first man found. These
deals with agents were under assum-
ed names, and inspired confidence
in the rogues, and by degrees they
were introduced first to one and
then to another until finally they
became acquainted all around, and
numerous “deals” were made and
money rchased, ranging from
sums of $10 to §100 at a time, which
were pald for at the rate of 35¢c. and
40c. on the dollar. Detailed reports
and memoranda of all these transac-
tions were kept, and by degrees the
field of traffic spread out so as to in-
clude the Brooklyn men. Money
obtained from them at first wax
counterfeit silver standard dollars;
and later on nine bogus trade dollars
were hought. In some instances,
twn or ree ‘““deals’” were made
with the same man by different de-
tectives. While the work was foin r
on, 8 few weeks ago, Russell an
Parker, and a man named Hans-
man, were arrested in Brooklyn
for passing counterfeit momney, but
Russell escaped and fled to this city.
Finally a man who was ostensibly a
thief and crooked man, was put in
communication with Parker and
Hausman and gained their confi-
dence. Government officers were
anxious to get at the principal‘‘deal”
and Parker took the c¢rooked man,
who was in fact a detective, to Rus-
sell’s hiding place. After several
days ley, Russell introduced
the tective to Marsh, who
says his real name is Mec-
Gowan, and about a week ago Marsh
agreed to sell him $100 worth of the
‘‘gueer’’ at a place agreed on in 16th
8. \When the day came he offered
to selk a closed e, which he
said had $100 in it, but the detective
‘was afrald the dealer was trying to
sell him a “*boodle,” and refused it
unless he was allowed to open it.
They disagreed, and another meet-
ing was arranged for Thursday lest.
Then Marsh and Russell were ar-
rested, but no other counterfeit was
found on them. It was then con-
cluded to wait no lon for the
other men, and those who had been
located and shadowed were arrested
uletly, one by ome,s0 as to not
frightena theothers of the gang.
Barrows, sPi e and Tates were re-
garded as “principals” in the gang.
Russell, who is young and dresses
well, is said to be a sneak thief. At
leas 25 men aré eonnected with the
business.
