From here [ went to Elizabeth, New
Jersey, thence to Washingten, D. C,,
where.l had the pleasure of meeting
our esteemed Delegate Hon. John T.
Caine and his amiable wife; also Hon.
F. S. Richards and wife, with others
from our own Mountain Home.

Ihad the pleasure of attending the
Women’s International Congress and
was well pleased with the grand sen-
timents of many of the, speakers and
can but- hope that the whole world
will learn what the Saints have long
since learned, that woman was des-
tined by bercreawrmba,the help-
meet of man, and that she has been,
and is pow deprived of many rights
that belong to her.

After spending a pleasant week In
this beantiful city I went to Mity,
West Virginia, whbere [ met the Presi-
dent of the North Western States mis-
sion, and other Eiders assembling for
Conference, which was held on the
14th and 15th of April.

Thinker, living about two miles out of
the village, who treated us kindly, and
gave us, and any of our Elders s
standiog invitstion to call upon him
at any time; “‘For,” sald he, “'you are
the only ministers that will. talk with
me, for they are so soon confounded.
But you Mormons have so much zood
sense in oar religlon that I can’t
overturn and sometimes [ almost
belleve thnt(_fuu may be right.”’

We stayed over mnight with Mr.
Carpenter and the next moreing went
to sce

The feelings that filled our bosoms as
we came in sight of, sod viewed this
fameus place, cannot be expressed in
words. The history of the past, as we
bad read, and in childhood heard ounr

arents and others relate It, came so

orcibly before our minds as to be al-
most real.

We went to Mr. Wm. Kélly's, who
lives near the Temple (an apostle of
the Reorganized Church)who procured
the kt‘?ra of the building and went with
us and showed uns through it. He loft
us alone there for some time,which we
enjoyed in going through the building
from .ceilar to the top of the dome,
from which a go0d view of the sar-
rounding country |!s bad, but as this
bas , been so often described through
the anu I witl only asy it i3 a most
dellghtml cotintry.
