CAUSES Or CVCMIXES.

A few dnys ago Senator Plumb of
Kama Introduced Into theSeuatea
resolution calling ujxin the Signal
Service to Investigate the cyclones
aud tornadoes which have lieen so
destructlvu to life and projiertv In
the State he has re(irescnted duiing
the ust two years. The object of
the bill, the Senator stated, was to
see If fcjnic meaus could not be dis-
covered by which these death deal-
ing winds can be diverted ami the
destruction that they entail avoided.
I asked Serjeant Dunn of tho Sig-
nal Station in the Kapiitable build-
ing yesterday if the Signal Service
deiartnirnl thought lt had so far
advanced in scientific discovery as
to be able to dictate to the winds
their course and Instruct them
when to blow hot aud when to blow
cold.

"Not tjuile so far as that yet,"'
said the genial student ot the storms,
"but there are many curious and
Icullar figures eouuectcd with
these wiiid that have fcwept over
Kansas and have betn the cause of
so much suffering nuddislrewi to the
ieople of that State, aud the Signal

Service thinks that a thorough in-
vestigation of lliesul ject may reveal
something whteli can be utilized to
divert the course or lessen the fury
of the winds. One or the curious
facts connected with them is
that they havo only vhltcd
the State during the iiast two
years. Itefore that time the
people of Kansas Wert free from
them, but during tho past two years
they have come at about the same
season aud have swept over almost
the sanw tei r.tory . Now, It may be
that t;ie occurrviK-i- ! of these winds
s simply a freak cf nature, and

that they may not return again
next year; but- - tho fad that they
have cone turns ntiout the sme
time aud ill practically the same
places', leads us to leli-v- e tliat they
will continue U lie an uuwelcoiittd
visitor to Kaasas unlets something
is done to force, them to realize that
they are unwelcome.

I would liken the visitation uf
these winds to a disease like hay
fever, which comes at regular
(criuds. No one has yet been able
to grapple with this ui ease, awl the
Signal Service may find these winds
too knotty a problem for it to solve.
The idea, and Midi U the object of
Senator I'himb'a resolution, is that,
as thews winds are of very recent
occurrence and were unknown until
tiro yea rs ago, there must have beeH
a change of some kind In tht con-

ditions which prevailabout Kansas.
Thin cnauge Iimt be the cause jt
these wino. Wc uisy I able to
discover what this change is. If we
do we then know whence these fatal
winds. With that knowledge we
may l able, remarkable as the
statement doubtlvssHems, to control
the a'tKui of the winds." Vs,
lorSfr.
