THE CRYING NEED,
Water Wauted for m.lnndl of
- Thirsty People,

A FEASIBLE PLAN TO SECURE _THE
DESIRED BOON. '

To the people of Salt Lake City the
water question has grown more serious
as the summer has advaoced. ,( To the
City Council anxious eyes have been
turned, and upon the majority party
especially hopes have rested for a suc~
cessful solution of the problem, and
for relief for tairsty throats and
parched soil. J

It was with & view to learning the
intentions of the City Fathers in re-
gard to this matter that a representa-
tive of the News called at the Mayor’s
office today. It wes well known that
negotiations have been going on for
several months in relation to the water
supply, but an suthoritative statement
could not be had regardiag the detalls
ol the transactions, as the final de-
termination had not been sufficiently
agreed upon. The repoMer’s visit
tggay was, however, & satislactory ene
on this score. The Mayor and
the Recorder were nothing loth
to apswer apy fioyuirics ‘and per-
mit tbe examination of the rec-
ords, aamd through their courtesy
L.the NEWS is enabled to lay before its
readers Loday the scheme which the
City Couocil has been aimipg to ac-
complish the past several months and
which bas for its object the furnishing
of the inhabitants of this city an addi-
tional suppiy of pare mountain water,

THE PLAN.

“A {fair exchaog: is no robbery,”
runs the old saying,and the City Coun-
cil seem to have been working on that
time-worn theory. The plan is simply
tois: The City of Salt Lake owns the
Jordanm aad Salt Lake City Canal. The
greater part of Pavley's Cafibn Creek is
ewned and controlled by farmers and
others owniog land Jn the Big Field
Survey, in the southern snhurbs of the
city and below the canal. The propo-
sition is to take the greater part of
Parley’s Creek out at the mouth of the
caflon, put it into a canal with
plenty of fall and swing it aroumd
through Terrace Hights sand across
the Military Reservation to the
Twentieth Ward Banch. 1n exchange
for the baon thus to be bestowed upon
a parched but patient people the city
is to supply to the farming land water
from the canal—in the first part ol the
season an equivalent quantity to that
taken from Parley’s Creek and after-
wards a little more as will be made
clearer to the reader by a perusal of
the conditions of the excbange con-
tained in the following instrument,
which bas already been sigoned by
aboutnine-tenths of the owners of Bix
Field and s being sigpned by the re-
maining one-tenth as fast as could
reagonably be expected. The history of
this indentare is this: A proposition
was made from the City t>
prominent Parley’'s Creek owners to
make the exchang2. A mass meeting
of farmers was called to consider the
question. It was there conceded that
no serions objection stood In the
way, provided the excbange could be
made upon such terms and aader such
restrictions as would protect the far-
mers in their righta. A committee of
twelve was appointed from the meet-
ing to perfect the agreement with the
city. Many and lengthy Interviews
were held between representatives og
the City and the committeg and their
attorneys. Fipally the agreemeni was
accepted by the representatives of both
parties and the committee called
another meeting to listen to the read-
ing eof the document .and take
such further action thereon as the
people interested might deem proper.
At that meeting the ratification of the
action of the committee and the ac-
ceptance of the agreement was un-
anlmous and every person there pres-
ent, before leaving, appended his
signature thereto.

The work of obtainirg the remain
ing signatures, owing to the diversity
of interests, has been an arduons one;
buat as stated, the work i3 all but com
pleted and it is probable that a resolu-
tion will be passed by the Council at
an early date authorizing the Mayor to
sign in bebalf of the city, thus closing
the contract in accordance with the
terms of

The Agreement.

This agreement entered into this 23th
day of June, A. D. 1888, by a nd between the
owners of the primary right to the waters of
Parley's Cafion Creek, whose names are
signed hereto, of Salt Lake County, Terri-
tory ot Utah, parties of the first part, and
Salt Lake City, 8 municipal corporation of
the Territory of Utah, party of the second
part, witnesseth:

In witness whereof, we the undersigned
parties of the first part have hereunto sel
our hands and seals; and the Mayor of Salt
Lake City fer and in behalf of the party of
the seconsd part has hereunto set his hand
and caused the corporate seal of said city to
be hereunto aflixed, tre day and year in this
agreement first above writlen,

THE PRACTICABILITY.

The questions which naturally pre-
sent themselves upon contemplating
Lthe agreement are : First, Is there suf-
ficlent water in the canal to make the
necessary exchange and leave enough
to supply the city lying below it with
canal water for irrigation? Second, Is
the quantity of water in Parley’s Creek
sufficient to justify the exchange?
Third, What Is the attendant cost of
carrying out the eatire plan?

From the information at band these
may be answered as follows: There
will be an abunodant supply of water
in the canal to accomplish the double
purpose a8 soon as certain contem-
plated improvements to the canal are
cfiected. Pariey’s Creek is nearly as
large as City Creek and with the shut-
ting off of secondary water rights,
in Parley's Cefion, it is thought the
former will be the larger. The cost to
be incurred will be the purchase of
certaio mill powers on Parley’s Creek,
and on these it I8 nnderstood the. city
has a three months option including
the bouses and lands belonging and
appurtenant te the properties known
&8s the Deseret & Wasatch Woollen
Mills, at #25,000 for both. Then the
expenee of constructing the new cansl
across the bench to comvey the Par-
ley’s water to the city, estimated at
about $10,000, will complete Lbe cost,
nnless at some future time it may be
decided to bring the water and distrib-
ute it to citizens in pipesas is done
with City Creek.

THE FEELING.

So far as learped there is a general
sentiment in favor of the project, as
it is conceded to be a step in the right
directien. That the cafon streamsare
the best water supp.y for City use and
téat Jordan water is the best for ir-
rigation are well anthenticated facts,
and the exchange, from any point of
view, cannot but be regarded as a good
thing for both parties to the contract.

Detalls of the Drowning of Simon
P. Baker.

Some time since the NEws contalned
an account of the accidental drowning
of Simon P. Baker, in the Teton River,
Idaho, on the 9th of the present
month.

H¢
then began to swim, and pro-
ceeded about two rods when he
tarned back toward where he could
wade, and then calied for help. H:
went down the stream with the cer-
rent, which was very swift, and still
calling for help. One of the boys gol
a birch willow, about ten feet loDg,
and handed it te him. By this time ht
was getting into deep water again and
the current was takiog them both into

bauded tha stick let go, and Mr. Baker
immediately beran to sink apparentl;
still holdipg to the willow. His

brother swem out immediately and got
hold of the stick and pulled it
ap, but he bhad let go of it. The

minute, about forty feet below, sank
sgaln and came up the third time
about a Fundred feet below where he
first went down. Threce of the men
went down through where Le was
drowned but could do nothing to help
him owing to the swift current. He was
a good swimmer, but what was wrong
with him is pot koown. The body
was found zbout a mile and a hall
below where he weat in on Sunday,
July 15th, 1588,
