It has been said that the human
frame, as a machine, Is perfect; that
It bears no marks within It by
which we could predict its decay;
.that It isapparently calculated --te go
on forever, and that only by experi
ence nave we learned that is will
net do so. A French writer has
tersely remarked that, usually, fnen
do not lie they kill, themselves.
There is a great deal of truth In
the latter, and there is a great ueai
of encouragement in the former
saying. That our organism Is so
perfect that the seeds of decay are
not observable within it, affords
ground for hope that man may add
to tne average number of nis years.
And this Is rendered all the more
probable as It is well . established
that the average of. human life, is
longer by a very considerablef frac-
tion that it was a century atro. An
English physician has lately pub--
isbed a work on the means or pro
oncinor Ufa after middle acre. In

common with a great many of his
profession. Mr. Gardner, the pnysi- -
clan referred to, seems to believe
in the possibility or man's ad-

ding to his years. Fleurens has
formulated the - law ' of natural
organic life, and claimed that it is
capable of extension to five times
the period or growtn. assumingthis law to be true, man's natural
years should be rrom u to ruo years.
Dr. Gardner seems to have fully
coincided with Flourens. . Reason-
ing from the analogy of anesthetics.
be sees Ho cause to despair oi we
discovery. ultimately of a genuine
elixir vitce. Meanwhile he would
ur&lonir the relirn of vouth by tran
quility of mind, sobriety, and uni
form temperature. --U.e wouia nave
n one fret or worry. - Dr. Duncan
Gibbs, who has written a work on
the physical condition of centena-
rians, and . who had Dersonall v ex
amined six persons oyer 100 years of
age, confirms Dr. Gardners views.
in this latter respect at least, in ail
six, Dr. Gibbs found the lungs per
fectly whole, alro the .heart. All
six had good "bellows-power- ,,' as
evidenced by the firmness, sonor
ousness and clearness or the voice.
In each the cartilage at the top of
the wind-pip- e was in a vertical po
sition. The skin was in each case
tough and silvery. There was
no case of enlarged or fatty, heart.
The digestion was perfect, and so
was the calmness of mind. The
bodily senses and , mental faculties
were unimpaired. - Drs. Gardner
and Glbbs agreed that climate was
unimportant , as regards longev
ity.. .When bordering on old age,
the advice given is to stay at home.
to keen warm! to have Pleasant oc--
cupation. to take proper exercise
and. diet, to avoid Starch: of po
tato, malt liquor and cheese. lit.
Gardner would not undertake to lay
down rules ny observing -- which
each one could make himself a cen
tenarian. The task ia an Impos-
sible one; and yet bis advice is net
Wholly to be. disregarded. It may.
If scrupulously followed out.: make
centenarians of us all, which : per
haps .would be a great misfortune
for the world: but It will be calcu
lated to . make sexagenarians ; of
those who might have died In. their
thirties or forties. ; lr a man would
add to his years let i him take ; care
of his lungs by properly exercising
them, of his heart by avoiding all
undue excitement,, or nis orain oy
cultivating ' tranquility. Jjet i him
be ternDerate atd - pay proper re
gard vto the. cleanliness and tern

rature er nis person, and newui
ave done more for , himself than a

doctor-an- d the whole pharmaco
poeia can do. If he will do all this,
some future Dr. Gibbs may find
him, at the age of one .hundred or
thereabouts, with -- lungs and heart
perfectly ,whole, with good , bel--

a xiroj, ciear snuiw
norousD voice. with , tougn 'and
silvery skin, add the cartilage at
the top or nis . winupipo i n a .verti
cal position', and with his senses
and his faculties as keen as those of
