CORRESPONDENCE.
A BI RABBIT TRAP.

Editor Deseret News:

The people ef this valley have suf-
fered considerably- - from the depreda-
tions of rabbits. Powder and shot
have been used liberally for, their de-

struction, but theyistill increased, and
recently Mr. Sam; Cave.of Terrace, aud
S. H. Kimball and others set them -

elves to work to devise some place iortheir destruction. Mr. Cave subscrib
ed ttfty dollars as a starter, and by the
increasing efforts of S. 11. Kimball in
a few days the amount subscribed
reached oue hundred and .twenty-tw- o

dollars ($12-2.00.- ) Lumber was boughtto make a pen, the lumber being tweuty
feet long and . six inches wide. The
plan was to have this dumber made in-
to panels six feet high, each panel be-

ing made separate, being made so as
to fasten by iron hooks and
staples, also having a long stake
where the panels joined. Thus a cir-
cular pen could easily be formed with
an entrance or about twelve feet,
twelve panels being used for the cor-
ral. Care was taken to put tbe lum-
ber close enough together so a rabbit
could not set out, then a double width
of burlap cloth extended from each
side Of the entrance for about fifty
yards, and then a single width of bur-
lap, which is three feet wide, attached,
reaching out about half a mile ana
forming Wvo wings, widening as they
go. The bhrlap fence waa made Into
sections of twelve rods each, with a
stake every twelve feet, so that the
lumber and burlap fencing could easily
be bandied or hauled about. We tried
the "trap" to-ds- y; there was a
general turnout of tbe people
with clubs, forming a wing from
each extremity of the burlap
fence until they Joined in the centre,
aad then driving the rabbits in to the
pen. Don't you think the deputies
could take a lesson from this whole-
sale method? Wa killed eight huadred
rabbits without tiring a shot. We con-
sider it quite a success and intend
making more drives. It affords tots of
fan for the boys and is quite exciting.
If any one should want a few hundred
live rabbits ior a Btart, we can furnish
them. Our committee, 8. H. Kimball;
Wm. Kimber and Dan. McLaws, have
been very energetic and have worked
hard to make the thing a success, and
say the prospect lor selling the rabbits
I good. 4 1 only takes about au hour
and three-quarte- rs to put up the.whole
pen and fencing and make the drive.
Iron oars are necessary to make the
holes for the stakes when the groundisiroaea. . Phil. Paskktt.
