Section 1. Be it ordaiueJ by
the City Council of Salt Lake City,
that the Water-work- s constructed
by the Corporation to supply Salt
Lake City with- - water from City
Creek Caflon. shall be designated
and known as the Salt Lake City
Water-work- s: they shall be the
property of said city, and shall be
under the sole and exclusive con-
trol of the City Council, who may
from time to time direct the con
struction of such reservoirs, water
tanks, water mains, service pipes
and fire hydrants as the necessities
or the inhabitants of the city may
require. The Citv Council 6hall
also appoint a Superintendent of
Water-work- s, au Assessor of Water
Rates, and such other ofllcers as
may be necessary to carry on the
works. All ofticers so appointed
shall hold office during the pleasure
or said council.

Sec. 2. The Superintendent of
Water-work- s shall, under the direc
tion of the City Council, have
charge of the reservoirs, water
tanks, water mains, fire hydrants,
and all the machinery and appur-tenances appertaining to the Water
works, lie shall have the direc
tion of the laying of water mains,
and putting in of service pipes, and
the regulation of the water supplyto fire hydrants and to all con
sumers, said Water Superintend
ent, before entering upon the duties
of his office, shall take an oath of
office and give bonds, with ap-
proved security, to Silt Lake City,
in the penal sum of $5,000, condi-
tioned for the faithful performance
of his duties. He shall report to
the City Council quarterly, or
oftener if requirod, his doings as
Superintendent, the condition of
the Water-work- s, and make such
suggestions as the natuie of the
service may require.

Sec. 3. All hydrants shall be
under the control of, and shall be
kept iu repair by the Superintend
ent of the Water-work- s, and in case
of fire or fires the Fire Department
and such others as the City Coun-
cil shall authorize, shall have free
access to said hydrants. No other
person shall open or operate any
fire hydrant, or attempt to draw
water therefrom.

Sec. 4. Any person who shall
wilfully or carelessly run a vehicle
against a fire hydrant, or other
wise wilfully or carelessly injure
the same, or draw, or attempt to
draw water therefrom, shall be
subject to a fine of not exceeding
one hundred dollars, and be liable
for all damages done to said by
drant.

Sec. 5. Wrenches for fire by
drants shall be furnished by order
of the City Council to the Fire De-

partment, for their use, and to such
other persons as may be deemed
proper bv the Council, and any
officer or member of the Firo De
partment, or other person having
charge of ope or more of said
wrenches, who shall permit the
same to be taken from their place
of deposit, or to be used for any
other purpose than those authorized
by the City Council, shall be liable
to a fine of not exceeding fifty dol
lars for each oflense.

Sec. u. Whenever any person
desires to obtain a supply of water
from the City Water-work-s, he
shall make application therefor,
verbally or in writing, to the Mayor
and sign an agreemeut that h9 will
be governed by such rules and regu
lations not inconsistent with this
ordinance as may be prescribed by
the Mayor for the control of the
water supply; said application must
state the location, kind of building,
number of rooms, and the entire
area of grounds to be supplied, and
fully and truly state the purposes
for which the water is to be used;
and upon notification from the
Mayor, J the Superintendent of
Water-work- s is authorized to ex-

tend, at the expense ef the city.
the service pipe to the inside line
of the curb stone, or to within.eix- -
teen feet or the property line, at
the point most convenient for sup-
plying the premises of the appli-
cant.

Coker was then
taken into a field, and Butler asked
him, "What's your business?" "I'm
representative from Barnwell Coun-
ty to South Carolina,'1 Coker re-

plied.
"All tho better," taid Butler.

"Bepresentative or not, you are a
radical nigger and have got to die."

"For God's sake, give me time to
pray."

"Certainly," said Butler, "piay
away, but pray quick."

Coker then knelt down and be-

gan to pray. While he was kneel-
ing, Butler stepped back six or
eight feet and shot him twice, and
he fell forward on hia face, bleeding
and dying. Butler then signalled,
and six of his men hred at the
wounded man, and he died. The
murderers took his watch, money
and gold shirt buttons, and then
leaving his body to rot, returned to
Robbins. These facts are sworn to
by three witnesses, who state that
Coker'a only ciime was republican-
ism.

Counting tlic Electoral Vote How It

course. It hopes the Englisn
Government will withdraw from
the diplomatic attempts which are
too plainly exposed to frustration
by disguised or enrorceu uosiiu-ty- .

If we withdraw from inter-
ference at this point nothing worse
can happen than if we go further.
It is with an almost i nexpressible
shame that we read and know that
all Europe will read the abject en
treaty or our leading journal to
Pnnce Bismarck to save us and an
mankind from the terrible Mus-
covite. With what scorn will this
be read, and how well calculated
is a panic like this to restrain the
Russian war party. We may rely
on it that Prince Bismarck will do
what he thinks good for the em
pire in his keeping, and it may be,
thinks Russia at war with Turkey
rather n desireable eventuality.
Russia must begin by fighting
somebody and somewhere, if she
is to be shattered and be no longer

menace in actual hate and possi
ble alliance against the German
empire.
