Secretary Thompson says in his

annual report that the Pacific Ocean
opens to our future commerce its
broadest and most profitable field.
Upon the Atlantic it encounters
such formidable European rivalry as

an only he overcome, if at all, by
leraistent and vigorous measures of
protection on the part of the govern-
ment, but our acquisition of Alaska
and the Aleutlau Islands, and our
treaty relations with Japan, the

Indies, place us upon uch equalterms upon the Pacific, witli other
power?, that it will be our own fault
if the advantages now promised to
our commerce shall be lost. An
exchange of our products for those of
the east is fast becoming a necessityto an oriental people, ana their in

4 erects, as well as ours, suggest the
adoption of the most efficient mea
sures on our part to increase our
trade with them. Kven in stores
our manufactured goods are prefer
red to those of England, but they
find their way there through the
Japanese, with whom the Coreans
have a treaty of amity and com
merce. The benefits derived in this
way, however indirect, would be
greatly Increased if the ports of that
country were open to our merchant
vessels. Uur relations with tbe
Japanese government are such that
there is no reason to doubt its friend
ly agency in bringing about the re-

sult; it is confidently believed that
it will be accomplished in a short
time.

After detailing all that is' known
of the Jeannclte expedition, in
which he takes strong ground that
the steamer is safe, the secre
tary proceeds to the consideration
of Uie unsettled condition of nflaJrs
