The answer of J. ITarris Kogers to
Attorney General Garland’s cross-bill
in the suit of the former agalust Mr.
Garland for damages growing out of
the Pan-Electric controversy was tiled
in the Sopreme Court of the District of
Columbia m-dt{.

lo his apswer Rogers denles a:l those
allegations which are Intended to sup-
port the defendant’s prayer for the dis-
solution of the Pan-Eleciric Telephone
Company. The respondent denles that
he ever sold any stocks contrary to his
agreement ay set forth inm Garland’s
iuswer, und pronounces the slleT’n-
tloos which accase bi:n of violatieg his
contract, wholly untrue. He denles
that he was ever boupnd by any con-
tract (or even promised) to devote
himsell to the perfection of his various
inventlons or of any Invention, but on
the contrary, was as free as his asso-
viates and co-partners (defendants) to
pursue any vocation whatever, but
nevertheless did toil in his laboratory
incessantly for the company, while
ltbey contributed nol.hi:ﬁ except
tnat “equally’’ with himse f, all the
Aefendaots paid some pitiful sums to
ineshanics, electricians, etc., bhe al-
ways advanclog his ratio of four-
tenths of the mouey, and In some in-
stances dll the money when the defand -
ants were short of funds. Respondeut
further denies the Justlce, propriety or
cxpearency of dissoiving or**winding
up’’ the Pan-Flectric Telepoope Cuin-
puny, for which purpose it 18 sought to
inake the defencants answer Lthe cross-
bill, and ths respondent adwises the
aourt that such dissoluticn would be

trous to all partiva coucerned, ex-
capt the delendant, as showa lo bhis
bill; toat it would entall jirremediable
iosses on this respondent, on hundreds
of innocent stockualders 1n the parent
compuany, and' also on subordinate
companics whose stock has been sold,
in many cases to widows and orphans
and thelr momey transferred to the
gﬁ““ of the defendant Garland.
poudent further submits o the
court that when the detendant glves as
nis reason for such *‘dissoiution’” that
ue wishes to get rid of the respondent,
hie contradicts his own statements, to-
wit: “Said complainant, as defgndant
Is Informed and belisves and so
charges, has sold or disposed of a large
part, If not his entire Interest o sald
Jolot property, and has realized sowme
$40,000, or 350,000

! for the samo.”’ Re~
spondeat, therefore, submits that the
pretext for “‘dissofution” is a more
shum, concelved In malice and born in
i ood. He lurther submits that
sald Pan-Electric Teclephone Company
-is no party to thls, and that even un at-
torpey-general is boundrto oring e
parties into court before their cause
gan be tried, and finally the respondent
submits that all the allegations of de~
fendant in 1nat behalf intended to pup-
port the monstrous roceeding =29
gforesald, are not only untrue sud
reckless in the extreme, but most {m-
pertinent aud scandalous.

3ays, at that time to rogunosticate

how In a short Ume Parllament would
stumbleand almestswrithe ogderits
coustantiv accumulatiog burdens, or to
propounce jthat it would eventually
prove Incl.gnﬁla of meeting the wants
of Ireland. KEvidently there was a
period when Irish .parriotism, as rep-
resented by 0'Conanell, looked favor-
rbly upon this alternative policy sad
po fixed conclusion as to the absolute
necessity for home government, aod
seemed to allow that measures found-
ed in fustice to Ireland might possibly
sufllee to meet the necessity of the
case, It was as carly as 1671, Mr.
Gladstone says, that he took the flrst
step towards pl-.cing the controversy
on Its true basls. He opposed Mr.
Butt's scheme, because the silernation
described Lo Lthe last paragraph had nou
been exbausted, but eveun at that tune
he did not close the door against the
recoguition of the questien iu a aiffer-
eat state of things, for lostead of de-
pouncing the ldea of Home Rule as
one in its essence destructive of the
unity of Lthe Emplre, In the followlng
words he accepted the assurance given
to the contrary: ‘‘Let me do Lhe pro
moters of tols movement the fullest

justice, ulways speaking under Lhe
coavictien, as they most emphatically
declare, and as [ fully believe that the
union ¢f these kingdoms under Her

Parliament s te be broken up.”’

Simuarly [n 1874, Mr. Gladsiopa aC-
cepted witnout nualification the prin-
ciple that Home Rul: joad no necessary
cononvcllon with separation. When
Mr. Suaw succeeded to the Home Rule
leadership 1o 18380, Mr. Gladswne
bailed bis speech ad showlng a disposl-
tion to respect the functious ol the
tHouse of Commons and spirit of the
Ceonggitution. In 1881, at Guild Hall,
he ounced that he would hail with
satisfaction snd delight any measurs of
local government for Ireland,

Coming to the electoral campaign of
1884, Mr. Gladstone says, his great ob-
ject was to do nothing to hinder the,

resecution of the ,question oy the

ories, but to use his best efforts to
impress the public mind with the lm-
5urla.nce and urgeoncy of the gques-
on.*
