.V. W, T., Canada, under data of June
20th, brought tho sad new of tbo un-

timely death at thut of his
brother, Noah L. HhuitllfT. Tlio fatal-

ity was caused by tho caving In upon
him of Iho walls of a well, on the night
prior lo Ihe dale of the letter. Ho bad
descended Into tho well tolakna squir-

rel out of It, when Ihe cave occurred.
It appears from the oocount given of

Ihe accident that Iho deceased must
have Ucii stunned by the falling stoms
from Ihe sides ot tho excavation,
pressed dowu Into Ihe water and
drowned. When the body wa extri-
cated It was discovered that no bonte
were broken, but Ufo was tomilttely
extinct.

The accident caused great sorrow
among the reople of the settlement,
where be was gristly esteemed, In Ing

a man, devoted to every
good cause within tils sphere.

The low of the event I a terrible
blow to hi large family, by whom lie
waa devolejly loved, and the ople of
Waber Hlate, In which he resided for
many years, as well as numerous
friends throughout tho Territory, will
deeply symtathlxe with thorn In their
bereavement.

I'.lder Noah L. Hhurlllfl wa lorn
KovunibcrSoth, 181,1, atUardcn Orove,
Iowa, and had lieu In Ihe Church al-

most during hla whole life. He enmu
to Utah lu 1831, aud was ono of the
oldest and most prominent sutlers cf
Ilarrlsvlllc, Weber county. In that
wsrd hu occupied, for many
J ears, Iho position of Counselor
to lllsoop 1'. U. Taylor, and
waa also a conspicuous worker In the
Habbalh school cause, that cf Mutual
Improvement and every organization
whose olject waa the education and
advancement of iho coplc. He was
a noble, honest nun, and nsiucliwas
one of tho most highly esteemed

of that arty or thoTerrllory.
