Lingg had striven witl dynamite to
blow off his own head. The entire
lower half of his once handsome face
was gone, inclining bis upper lip and
law, and under a fraction df his nose
was a jagged, bloody gap, entendingacross to bis ears and down to tbe
Adam's apple.

"Open your eyes, Lingg," exclaimed
tbe jail doctor, who had Just reached
tbe room. To tbe astonishment of the
bystanders Lingg's eyes opened and he
looked calmly about him He was im-

mediately raised to a table and plopped
up with pillows. He was washed
hurriedly while the cloth bandages
were passed around the top of the
head, biding all ou,t the nose, eyes and
torehead, all the loose daagliug bones
and flesh being first cnt away. Tbe
gutta percba mouth of a fountain
syringe was inserted in tbe great bole
left by the dynamite. By this method
water and brandy were administered.
This was repeated at intervals, Lingg
meanwhlie gazing steadfastly about
him,

Of those in the room, but apparently
indifferent to what they did, and car-

ing nothing about the almost ceaseless
slamming of the door only a few feet
distant. Every now and then, without
any seeming cause, a fearful hollow
groaniag would sound through the
bandages. The listeners aguast would
abandon the room, only to give placetoanev set not yet weakened by the
horrors with the death chamber. Libgg
moved bis long sinewy arm easily. His
left arm was torn by the dynamite, and
without trouble he wrote in German
simple directions as to raising him
higher.

Bolton, the Methodist minister attend-
ing Fielden, went in but got no answer
ing look from Lingg. The minister
came out shaking his head hopelessly.
Lingg's breathing gradually became
slower, tbe pallor on bis forehead
deepened and a slignt elaze was not
.oe i in his now s nken eyes. Sue
said, "He is dying," ami tue reporter
made ready for a rush to tbe nearest
telegraph office. Lingg's big breast

His eyes looked straight ahead, with
something of their old brightness, buA
at a whisper from the doctor the re-

porters dashed to the telephones, tail-
ing one over another down the narrow

While the
reporters were tumbling and running,
the doctor raised Lingg's right arm.
It fell back on the table limp, and an
attendant's right and left forefingers
were laid" on Lingg's forehead and
pushed the eyelids shut. In a moment

Folloa
iDg is the governor's decision in full in
the anarchist case :

Stats of Illinois,Executive office, Springfield,November Joth, 1887.
On the 30th day of August. HB6, in the

Cook County Criminal Court, August spies,Albert R. Parsons, Samual Eielden, Michael
Schwab, Adolph Fischer, George Kegel and
Louis Lingg were found guilty by the juryand afterwards sentenced to be hanged for
the murder of Matthias J. Degan. An ap-
peal was taken from such finaing and sen-
tence, to the supreme cour or the state,
l bat court, upon a final hearing and after
mature deliberation, unanimously affirmed
the judgment of the court below. The case
now comes before me, on petition by the
defendants, for consideration, as governor
ot the stale, that'is, if the letters of Albert
Parsons, Adolph frischer, George Engel and
Louis Lingg, demanding release, or as they
express it, "liberty or death," and pro-
testing in the strongest language against
mercy or a commutation of the sentence pro-
nounced against them, can be considered a
petition. A pardon, should it be granted,which might imply any guilt whatever on
the part of either ot them, would not be such
a vindication as they demand. Executive
intervention upon the grounds insisted on
by the four above-name- d persons could in
no proper sense be deemed an exercise of
constitutional power "to grant repreives,commutations and pardons," unless used
on the be-he-f on my part of their entire in-
nocence of the crime of which they stand
conv.cted. After a careful consideration of
the evidence in tne record of the trial of the
parties, as well as of all alleged and claimed
for them outside of the record, it has failed
to produce upon my mind any impression
tending to impeach the verdict of tne Juryor the judgment of the trial court or of the
supreme (urt ffiarming tne guilt of all these:
parties. Satisfied, therefore, as I am of their
gum, 1 am pre. lutteu from considering the
question of commutation of the sentences of
viuert it. Parsons, Adolph Fischer, George

Engel and Louis LJngg to imprisonment in
the penitentiary, as they emphatically de-
clare they will not accept such commuta-
tion. Samuel Flelden, Michael Schwab and
August Spies unite in a petition for "exec-
utive clemency " Fielden and Schwab, in
addition, present separate and supplemen-
tary petitions for commutation of their sen-tar- n

es. While, as 1 said above, I am satis
lied of the guilt of all the parties as found
by the verdict of the jury, which was sus-
tained by the judgment of the court, a most
careful consideration of the whole subjectleans me to the conclusion that the sen-
tence of the law as to Samuel Fielden and
Michael Schwab may be modified as t each
of them in the interest of humanity and
without doing violence to public justice.And as to said Samuel Fielden and Michael
Schwab, the sentence is commuted to im-

prisonment in the penitentiary for life.
As to all the other above named defend-

ants, I do not feel justified in interferingwith the sentence of the court. While 1

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the man who threw the bomb at the
Haymarket riot was in New York City.
Mr. Wagener was seen by a reporter at
an early hour this (Friday) morning,
tie said:

Franz Mayhoff, who was convicted
of attempting to defraud the Green-
wich Insurance Company In October,
and sentenced to Sing Sing for four
and a half years, wrote to me some
day 8 ago. On November 2nd I went
to Sing Sing, where he made an aff-
idavit before a notary public that he
knew the man who threw the bomb.
May boff .said that early in January,
1887, be was Introduced to a man
named Kilman Scbeutz by William
Scharff. Scbarff had often told May-no- ff

that Scbeutz knew all about an-

archy. Two weeks later Scbeutz, in
talking to Mayboff, spoke of anarchy,
dynamite and arson, and of the bomb
at the Haymarket. lie told Mayboff he
had resided in Chicago at the time and
had to make his escape because tbe
police suspected he was concerned,
fhe second conversation Mayboff bad
with Scbeutz was in February, when
Scheutz wanted him to help kill a man
who bad $30,000. Mayboff refused to
have anytoing to do with him, where-
upon Sebeutz said, "You're no good;
I have done worse tran that. I threw
the bomb in Chicago. Others are suf-
fering f 'T It, bat tuat is none ot my
business."

He told Mayboff he had three
bombs in a satchel and
that be bad been behind tbe wagon
at tbe tiot. It had been agreed to
throw them, when the police inter-
fered, bat the latter came too late.
This practically is all there is to the
story, although Mayboff talked at some
iengtn about Schetltz showing tbe
bombs at various times and asserting
that it the condemned anarchists were
hung Griunell and the jury ran 1 hang,
and also much incendiary talk of the
Herr Most style which was indulged in
by the self accused bomb thrower.
