At the list session of the Utah Leg
islature, an appropriation of $2.oo
annually for two vears was made to
the University 01 iiseret to assist 111

establishing, iu connectl 3n with the
Institution, a department lor the in-
struction of deaf mutes.

The otllcers of the University have
been diliwut in making every prepara
tion possible for the reception and ac-
commodation of this class of students,
and have secured from the East talent
specially adapted for their instruction ;
so the Department is now ready to ad-
mit as students such deaf mutes as
need instruction and are otherwise fit
ted to enter the school.

The Luited States census of ISA) re
ports 113 deaf mutes in our Territory.It is quite certain that but few of the
parents or guardians of these deaf and
dumb persons are able to send them
out of the (Territory to. be educated.
That they should be educated, for rea-
sons beyond any that apply iu support
of the education of those who are iu
full possession of nil their senses, few
will deiiyj yut, until tue present tune,
no provision has been made in this
Territory for their instruction, while
ttiousauds of dollars annually have
been .expended lor the education of
those who, having all their senses, are
better able c successfully with
life without it, than they.

As education abroad is not accessible
to the many, it should be well known
throughout the Territory that a school
for the deaf and dumb has been
established, at home, In which they
may receive instruction at the lowest
possible-cost- . The object of this let-
ter is to announce this fact to those
who may be lutereslLd in this humane
effort. It will be sent ' not only to pa-
rents and guardians ot deaf mutes
wherever known, but to others who
mav aid us bv securinz us - the names
and addresses " of persons In their vi
cinity who have in charge, as parentsor guardians, any or mis unfortunate
class. It will also be sent to persons
who. though having no responsibility's
of this kiud themselves, mav, througha beuevoleut desire; to help the help
less, use an Influence with some who
do not realize the advantages of edu
cation to their deaf children or wards,
to Induce them to provide these de
pendents with at least the elements of
an education mac seems-s- necessary
to their well-bein- g.

In the school now established in con-
nection with tbe University of Deseret,
in Salt Lake City, will be taught the
best available method of ready com-
munication, together with reading,
writing, bpeiling, arithmetic, grammar.
geography, and also higher branches
as they may be required. Besides this,as soon as practicable, a common
boarding tdace. or home for all our
deaf mute pupils will be established.
woere uiey win ue constantly associ-
ated with thoir teachers and in com-
munication with them, so that they
may be trained to proper demeanor
ami social- - politeness as well r as in
scholastic studies. uThey ' will thus,'
also, be under the constant surveil
lance ot their teacners, so tnat their
parents or guardlaus may feel assured
of their safety and protection. .

Arrangements for board and lodging
will be made for those who desire it.

The rate of tuition is ten dollars per
quarter. 1 in cases, however,' in which
parents or guardians are not able to
pay even this amount, their children or
waras win be admitted to the school
free of charge for tuition, under tbe
beneficiary arrangement of the -- Unl
versity, provided evidence is given
that tne applicants are poor ana trulywormy. - .v-.- . :
