be reltrrcd. Tho exact nature of
this poison has not yet been ascer-
tained, but the experiments cannot
bo duo either to carbonic acid cr to
ammonia.

By pasting expired air, whether
of human beings or ef animals,
through water, a solution was ob-
tained which, Injected In the yeins
of animal;, invariably gave Vise to
the rami symptoms a slower
breath, a rapid lowering of the
temperature, a considerable para-
lytic weakness, especially or tho
hinder limbs, and, alter three or
four days, a morbid activity of tho
heart.
