Shipping at this point has been badly
damaged. The revenue cutter Winona,
for which much fear was entertained,
Is now knowi to be safe,

The crew of the cutter regcued the
keeper of the Pascagoula !lighthouse
and his family during the storm. The
keeper of the Horn island lighthouse,
Just outside of Scranton, lost his life
The captain of a tug which came neat
the house at the commencement of
the storm urged him to leave, but he
refused to abandon his post, and in a
short time was drowned The entire
#nd of the island on which the light-
house was gituated 18 said to have
been carried away by the waves,

At Blloxi the damage has been of a
minor character to buildings Every
bath house in the place has gone, and
the beautiful driveway along the coast
at this point has been destroved. Boats
which have from time immemorial
found refuge from all the storms that
blew by fleeting Into the back bay at
Bllox! were granted no such immunity
on Wednesday, as the waves run high
and many of the boats that sought
refuge there were sunk, and all of them
were badly damaged, At Pass Christian
no lives were lost and the damage was
slight. The wreckings of i few houses
comprised the damage at Gulfport, and
no lives were Jost there,

Five out of slght vessels at Ship Is-
land at the tlme ‘of the storm were
beached and two will be total wrecks,

Several vessels, the names of which
are unknown ars ashore off Horn 1s-
land, and the small Islands marking the
passages between Dauphin island and
the mainland have been destroyvel, The
béacon lightg in this part of the coast
are not greatly damaged. e schoo-
ner Alfce Graham of Mobiie s known
to have heen lost, with her crew of
six men.
