vivors, but they returned with onlythe corpse of a woman. We providedthe survivors with dry clothes, hot
coffee and wine, and made them as
comfortable as possible while attend-
ing to the Injury of ourselves. The
day was Just begixnlDg to break when
the collision occurred.
