liy tln.s large congregation.Tliis moving of feet, whispering to

each other, tho crying of children
and the noise made by those who
are walking are like the murmuring
of many waters. When there is
perfect quietness, I am satisfied
that my, voice can he heard all over
this house, and no one who is Mess-
ed with good tars for heating need
miss a word. I should feel mote
satisfied if I could prevail on cur
brethren, when speaking from this
stand, to apeak directly in front so
that they could be heard as far as
possible. Many of our experienced
elders, in their conversation to the
people, tut n first to the right and
then to the left, and every time
they turn either way a portion '
the congregation is unable to dis
tinctly understand that which is
spoken; whereas if they were to
speak directly to the front the voice
would divide and go equally to
eacli part of the house and ull
would hear. Whether I shall be
able to continue my remarks to any
length I do not know; I shall try,
however, to use judgment in speak
ing so as not to injure myself.

llie plnlosopiiy of man up
on tins eartii. I his cannot be
learned by studying the sciences
of mankind, it is only understood
by the revelations of Uod to our
selves. I will cive you a part of
my own visions upon this matter.
Mankind is composed of two dis-
tinct elements; the first is a
spiritual organization in eterni-
ty, the second is a natural
organization on this earth, form-
ed out of tho material of which
this earth is composed. Man is
first spiritual, then temporal. As
it is written in the revelations of
God to, man ail things were first
created spiritual and Becondly tem-
poral. That is, spirits were begot-
ten, horn aud educated in the ce-
lestial world, and were broughtforth by 'celestial bodies.. Jiy
tracing this subject a little we
might understand how this ia
brought about. The spirits before

This is the decree, this
is the way the heavens are, the way
they were aud the way they will
continue to be for ever for ever.
Never was there a time when evii
was not in existence, but the time
will come when this evil will pass
away and be no more, so far as this
world is concerned, and nothing
will be able to endure only that
which is pure and holy, and Christ
will destroy deatn and mm inai
hath the power of death. This ap
plies to this earth and the ordeals!
which it passes through witn tnose
that are upon it until the winding
up scene.

But to return to this organization.
We find a pure spirit inhabiting
the tabernacle ofjthe'creature which
is always prompting the individual
to good, to virtue, to truth and.
holiness; all of which emanate from
that source of purity from which
this fcp came. And ltere the
evil ( came through transgres-
sion . is in this tabernacle, is
warring with this puie spirit, it
peeks to overcome it and is striving
with all its power to bring this spi-
rit into subjection, into bondage
to the law of sin. This is the war-fai- e

which Paul refers to when
speaking of the "thorn in the
nesh, which is no more or Jess
than the spirit contending against
the flesh ana the nesh against tne
spirit. This pure spirit will remain
In a condition to receive the opera-
tions of. the spirit of God, which
has gone forth into the woild and
which lightens every man that
comes into the world regardless of
his condition, birth or education;
the spirit of Christ lightens them
all aud instructs their pure spirits,
which are.organizations in the germ
and in their growth, to become in-

dependent beiugs, oven sons and
daughters of the Almighty; and it
will continue to thus operate until
this body, this sinful tabernacle,
has warred against the spirit and
overcome it to such a degree as to
entirely subject it to the man sin.
And when the flesh attains this
victory over the spirit then is the
time spoken of when man has sin
ned to that degree that, says tha
apostle, 'ye shall not pray for
them, for they have sinned a sin
unto death.'

1 would con-
tinue to do my duty and trust in
God for the results; that is what I
have done all my life. This, doubt-
less, seems foolishness in the eves
of the world, they caunot under-
stand it, neither have they av.y
means of understanding It, for "the
things of God knoweth no man but
the Spirit of God." Before 1 em
braced this Gospel I had studied
the creeds of the Christian world.
When I inquired of them with re- -
