Deacon, her father, are concep-
tlens of dramatic genlus. All
im all, the vomedy is worthy such a
star aad the star of the comedy.

Miss
Pixley was ol course anapproathable.

it excellent. The delects, wherever
noticeable, were such as most travel=
ing troupes exh'bit, and none were so

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An Ancient Canal.

H.J. Stevenson, surveyor for tihe
Palm Valley Water Company, reports
making a siogular discoyvery while
survaeyiog the capal line runnlayg south
and easterly fromthe old Agua Calien-
tosptiogs. itle had run one lineon &
grade of four feet to the mile from the
present terminus of the stone cansl to
the new town site, but in crossing
the depression neéar the mountain It
would become necessary o build a
quarter of a mile of fluming. In order
to obviate this expense bhe was in-
structed to make a new surveyona
grade of eight feet to the mile, 50 as to
strike Lthe town site oa a lower level
and cross the depression without a
flume. On this last survey, alter
crossing the depression in good shape,
he struck an old cansl that must have
becn used centuries ago, for large trees
had grown up in the very botiom of
the canal,and the indications were that.
when used it carried s very large
volume of water. The most singular
thiog about the camal was that the
surveyors loumnd It just where they
wanted to constracs the new canal,and
ian followiog it up for a distaoce of
about a mile it was found to have s
regular grade of about eight feet to the
mile.—Eiverside (Cal.) Press.

Causes of His Severance from the
» Chllreh.

President David John,of Utah Stake,
writes &s follows to the Provo_Enguir-
er, under date of March 16th:

Ia your issue of Tuesday, the 13th
Inst., I am reported to have made the
remark daring Conference, that David
Whitmer was in adnltery at a certaio
vme in his lifs. This {8 an error. 1|
<ald that I doderstocd David Whitmer
nad accused the Prepbet of deserting
from the faith delivered to him, while
‘he latier and others had accused
Whitmer, Oliver Cowdery and some
others of being gullty of various sins;
some were charged with being ‘‘hypo-
crites and traiters,” while otaers ba
their **eyes full of adultery,”’ etc,

Several persons, not having Church
nistory in their possession, have sen!.
to us many ionqul:i:8 of late 1o relation
to the canse of Mr. Whitmer's aposta-
oz. We have deemed it besl to answer
them briefly, in the language of re-
corded history. We find the following,
from the pen of the Prophet, record -d
in the Miilennéai Star, vol. 16, page 76.

September, 1837,

DEAR BRETHRENX—Oliver Cowdery has
been in transgressien, but as he is now
chosen aa one of the Presidents or Counsel-
lors, I trust tnat he will yet humble himself,
and magnifv his callinr; but if he should
not, the Church will soon bLe under the
pecessitly of raising the'r bands against
him ; therefore, pray for hm. David Whit
mer,Leonard Rich, and others have been in
transgression, but we hope thas they may
be humble, and ere long make satisfaction
to the Charch, otherwise they cannot re-
tain their standing ; therefore we say unto

ou, beware of all disaffected characters,
i’nr they come not to build ng. but to des-
troy and scatter abroad. Though we or
an angel from heaven preach any other
Gospel, or introduce an order of things,
other than those which ye have received,
and are aathorized to receive from the
First P‘restden(‘ﬁ.lct him be sccursed. May
God Almighty bless you all, and keep you
nnto the coming and kingdom of oW Lord
and Savior Jesis Christ, Yours In the
bonds of the New Covenant.

On page 188, vol. 18, Millsnnial Star,
we find the ol'lowing:

For signing himselfl president
of the Clhiurch of Christ, after he had
been cut off from the presidency, in an
insulting letter to the High Council.
Aflter reading the above charges, Lo-
sther with a letter sent to the presi-
ent of said Couancil (8 copy of which
may be found In Far West Record
Book A), the Council considered the
charges suat.ainedB and counsequently
considered him (David Whitmer) oo
longer a member of the Charch of
Jesus Chrst of Liatter-day Saints."’
The action taken on April 13, 1838, 1=
evident proof that the transgresssion
alladed to, in Scptember, 1837, bad not
been cancelled, by repentence and hu-
mility before the Lord, for he suffered
himself to be cut off from the Churchin
preference to complying with the rules
of Charch discipline. Eight months
after this action was taken by the High
Councll at Far West, we find, accord-
Ing to the testimony of Juseph Smith,
that the act was inspired by the in-|
spiration o! the Spirlt of Truth.

On Sunday, Dec. 16, 1838, the
Propbet wrote, while fn Liberty jall,
Missouri. *‘Kpoow assuredly, dear

| brethren, that it is for the testimony

of Je as that we are Iln bonds and iIn
prison. Bat we say uato you, that we
consider that our condition is better
(notwithstanding our sufferiogs) than
those who have persscuted us,and
smitten us, and become false witness
against us} and we most assuredly
believe that those who do bear false
witness against us, do seem to have
a great triumph nver wus {or the pres-
ent.
