It was "raiuiag cats and dogs" one
nislit tbia week when I whistled on ray
door etep for a feausoia cttb, and jump-in- t;

In started for the House of Cora-HUD- f,

wliere I was to dine at 8 oYlock
Now, everybody almost who comes to
London goes on a visit to tlie iouse of
CommoDH. .Yards and yards of matter
descriptive of it bave been written, and
photographs f it are &a comeavn as
those ot Mrs. Lttntry, so I do not pro-
pose to dilate on the buildings. But a
dinner in tho House to an American is
not so common, aad I am going to tell
you what it was like. Well, as I have
said. It rained in the feline-cam-cani- ne

style, and after a hiiliinw1" 'uu iif a
half-hoa- r, duriagwhicwa uke
ia various places, and thfa,. -- f of it
became a small, eiuuiow, ana coc-foande- diy

unpleasaat pond, 1 arrived
at the doors. I found the usual crowd
around the entrance, but a min-serva- iit

took my card ui, and my host promptlyaDDcared. armed with the uecebharv
order, and I passed into the inner ami
charmed recesses. - We went Immedi
ately into the dining-roo- where vis
itors are aiioweo. it is tne centre one
of three, which open one into the other.
It was. I should say at a rough guess,
about 20 by 60 feet, with a very hiirh
ceiliBK. The room was light and warm
and the air waa foil of a savoury smell
of toothsome viands.

In a few moments we were installed
in seats at a small sauara table at the
end of the room, and consulted the bill
of far.. You see there is ao ordering
set dinners of a swell character in the
restaurant at the House. There is the
carte du jour, and you cau order what
vou like from it. It Is not lone or fan
elf ul ; Just some good, plain, substantial
auoM-t- s iaz it is not wieiueu as a piaceof enteitalnuient. but as a conveni
ence for members who are. too buisy to
go elsewhere to dine, or In case 01 in
clement 1 weather. The prices were
also moderate, the cost of a slice of
roast meat, with two v (rotables, being
about 80c. In fact, the bill of fare was
vei v like that at 'Siuipson'tf." in the

MtatkUai-d- , ami scores of other places
In XtOndou where they serve a hoc. ait
uerfrom the loiut. We ordered a soup,
some fish, some patei d'homard, roast
batl, a nice unit tart, auu cneese ana
alad the most elaborate dinner ai
orded by the bill of fate, and a bottle

of extremely kooiI dry champuce to
wash it down with. Tlitn 1 bad time
to look around nt. The tables were
nearly all filled with membera,and these
were nearlr all in morning dress. Tho
noise 0! the talking and laughtug filled
ibc room, and thty huouteu at eaco
other from table to table with the
abaiidon of school boys. Tb's I dwell
upon, because as a rule in England you
notice alwavs the extreme auiet which
prevail iu restaurauta and club dining
rooms, lhey alwaya moaulate their
voices carefully, and the conversation
is carried on iu a low key. Eating
Is a serious business wilh an English
man, and I have sees two jouiig men,
in evening dress. come into the dining
room of my club, which is a very large
one, and set down to a table to dine
after the follow ion lashion: A few
words . of suggestion, hardly worthy
the name of uiscussion. over what they
would eat and drink, and then eat tbeir,
wav through the dinner in a sucuce
unbroken except by one or two mono
syllabic remarks. And yet they are in
timate friend?, and were going after
wards to a theatre. Ia fact, nothing
truer was ever said than that "i!.ug- -
lishmen take their pleasure sadly.'aad. it might be added, slowly as wtll
They will get into smoking carriages
in railway trains, and ten men, many
of them trvng la pairs, will sit tor
hours iu clooiflv silence, and looking
as if they were all going to attend a
funeral. It is amusing to see an
Englishman walk into a bar-roo- m

alone. call for a drink of
whisky or brandy and soda, and
sDend 20 minutes in slowly sipping it
meanwhile be studies his boots care-
fully, with a most abjectly miserable
expression. 'Mind you, I doa't say
that all Enelishmen do this, but those
who do not are the exceptions that
prove the rale.

But to get back to the House'ef Com-
mons. 1 was struck, as 1 .say, by the
fact that this was not the case in the
House diaing-room- s. Several men
shouted for mv host to come and lot
them at table In a hearty, cheery way

nnitfl Yankee, you know." and we
finally settled down with two men at a
table, as 1 nave saiu. iny nose was a
voone Tnember of the Conservative
parly, who bad succeeded his father in
the ilouae (whether for the same dls
trictornot I do not know), when bia
sire was :elevated to the peerage and
Joined the Cpper House.

- Bntthe thins that struck me most.
and It would take, columns ,to detail
the little things which went to create
that impression waathe air of absolute
democracy mat prevailed.

In fast, there was an even
greater feeling of one man as good as
auotber there than I ever remember
having experienced at home, even
when i take into consideration that it
was entirely unexpected, and tlie con
ditions of time and distance which
may have affected me.
