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OUft CHICAGO LETTER.

Chicago, May,
Editor Ieaeret Neva:

There are two items of news goto?the rounds of the Eastern T?res. The
paternity of these items is . credited to
the Salt LAke Tribunes One is tha a
colony . of natives of Ireland is to be
established in Utah; the other that tut;
disintegration of Uie- - "Aformou"
Chnrch has already commenced. As to
the Irish, colony project little need bo
said, and yet with regard to the Utah
problem, it is suKKestive of a jjooddeal. One thing is certain the Irish-
man cannot be received in Utah anv
more inhospitably than he was thirt'v
years ago in th east by the party of
which the Tnlmneisan ardent champion .
The ancestors of that party wrought
all the injury and all the woes of Ire-
land and of tier children. It was the
duplicity, treachery, and falsehood of
this same gaug which antagonized two
races natterally akin, and which to-d- av

is bearing fruit detrimental to both.
It was owitiK to this gang and the mis-
representation of its spokesmen that
many afoul page in British history of-
fends the eye and hurts the heart of
the modern student. In recent timet
this gang has been aptly denominated
the "carpet-ba- g brigade," aud that in
)ust what they are to-da- y, and jusbwhat they were when "planted" iu
Ireland near 300 years ago. They know
no coantry, no race, ao religion, noth --

ing but a salary and an otllce. In Ire-
land they used to call themselvt s the.
English colony, though erery' honest
Englishman and every houest Anglo-Irishm- an

repudiated them. Iu this
country they call themselves "Scotch-IrisfT'- as

If this mongrel deduit ion would
cover their inherent odiousness. Tbef
could not claim Scotland.exclasiwly,Jor every honest Scotchman would
protest, nor could they claim Ireland
exclusively without making them-
selves both detestable and ridiculous.
Ol course this carpet-ba- g colony must
not be made to include the vast" num-
ber of honest Englishmen and Scotch-
men who settled In Ireland as legiti-
mate emigrants, and who endeavumt
to establish and secure unity betwten
both England and Ireland. Such ipeuas Bishop Bedell, Dean Swift and l)r.
PuriKllare atdoryand an honor to both
Ku?land and Ireland, and both coun-
tr es claim them. But these earpet-bai;ge- rs

planted by James and William
are the curse ol the whole British peo-
ple. They were lackeys, barbers,
pimps, psalin-siuger- a, and hail to b
provided somewhere, and Ireland was
the unfortunate place for them. :So
well did they organize themselves, and
such good use did they make of their
religion, that they succeeded tn mak-
ing England and Ireland as foreign as
if autipodally situated. To the native
Irishman they represented themselves
as typical Englishmen, ami such was
their treachery, cruelty and hypocrisy
that the Irishman in bis vernacular
Gaelic denominated three things not to
be trusted ; namely, the business end of
a mule, the horns of a bull, and the
smile of an Englishman. These carpet--

baggers on the other hantt repre-
sented the natives of Ireland to
Englishmen as wholly savage, as slaves
lo a superstition called religion, and as
totally depraved. . The consequence
was that iu parts of England it was
faithfully believed for a lontr tune Unit,
irishmen had tails. The day ot the
carpet-bagg- er in Ireland is past, but,
the fruits of his work remain. And to-

day we see Kutrlish statesmen vainly
endeavoring lo undo the diabolical
work of those interna), hypocritical,
canting, snivelling Bible-reader- s.

These are the kuownothings and anti-M- oi

niouists of our country.
It is an historical fact that Trinity

College, iMibiin, was founded expressly
lor tne education of native (Ja-li- e

speaking Irishmen ; aud it is a fact that
the carpet-ba- g colony never even at-

tempted to carry out the design ol the
lioyal Foundress, (jueeu Elizabeth.
Tins colony succeeded iu swallowing
j; rants, bounties, and the revenues of
Old Allhallows 'Jollege, but no attempt
was made to make the University a
trlily national one. Bedell in Hr. made
an attempt. Marsh in lbSU made
another. Bishop Hall iu 1711 niade a
third, but the carpet-bagger- s were too
xvell organi.ed, aud English statesmen
too careless to see lor themselves,
and it was not tiil 1S40 that the spirit
of the loundtess was introduced a
day, or perhaps a week too late. If
the history of missionary protestanti-sm in Ireland is examined it will be
found to be more or less a parallel for
the system to-d- ay in Utah. Whenever
provision for an uuwortby follower of
party or sect was wanted he was pushed
into 1 1 eland either as a missionary or
an ollice-holde- r. The country swarmed
with these pests. In famine times they
came, with the soup pot in oi.e band and
a tract in the other, but with perfidy in
their hearts and falsehood on their

supplied with money, the voluntarycontributions Of honest English peoplewho really meant welfto Ireland, and
whoso descendants have now the sat-
isfaction of knowing that the Bible
reader of famine times killed Protest-
antism in Ireland, antl brought it into
disgrace all the world over Tis true
there were some voluminous reports
regularly transmitted to Exeter
Hall about the success of the tnissions
in Ireland. What ghastly reading do
not these make to-da- y. Or who can
peruse them without wishing that all
the lying missionaries in Christendom
were on top of a dynamite factory. No
doubt the Prince of Wales will curst;
these missionaries of the past as he
relates his impressions of Ireland to
Mr. (Uadstoue atfd to other Englishstatesmen.

W KITTEN HISTORY SHOULD HK

UTILIZED.
Of what use is written history if it

cannot be utilized by the legislator and
statesman. There was a time when
history was nothing more than a record
of tyranny and slaughter, immortaliz-
ing the execrations of one age, but
to perpetuate them in another. In our
d iy lis tendency is rather to become the
archive of experimental legislation and
politics, thus aiding by its accumula-
tion of materials to solve the great
problem how the advantages of gov-
ernment are to be secured, with the
least inconvenience to the governed.
But what strikes the reader of to-da- y

as very strange that during theAugustan
age of English literature a penal code
was in operation in Ireland,- - so vile, so
villainons and so cruel that it brings a
blwsh to the cheek of every houest
British citizen or subject. This pen-i- i

code was used ostensibly for the ex-

tirpation of Romanism, but really for
carpet-ba- g purposes. In 1652 the Ito-tu- an

Catholics of Ireland numbered
less tha a a half --mill ion, confined to a
wild, desolate tract of moorland in
Connaught. In 1672 the Catholics of
Ireland were in proportion to Protest-
ants as 4 to 1 ; in 1727, 5 to 1 ; iu 1834, S
to 1 ; and in our day established Pro-
testantism is one of the legends of
the past. When the legislation hos-
tile to this religion is considered, its
wonderf ul.expeusiou is a matter of sur-
prise. Itcan be accounteed for in no
other way than by saying that honest
Protestants became so disgusted ..with
their carpet-ba-g brethren that they
gradually drifted into Romanism.

William, hostile as he was to every-
thing lioman wished, to treat Ireland
fairly alter all was over.

"Then came the "Discovery Act" which
enabled the spy wno discovered an
Irishman in possession of more than
two acres to lake it away from the
Irishman. Then came the "Conform-
ing Act" and the 'Registry Act' very
benevolent pieces of legislation. But
