COWBOYS IN EARK ST.

"Arkansaw CbarleT" was always a
favorite among the boys afterward and
waarreatlv dreaded by the Indians.
The roving life of a cowooy upon the
frontier plains suited nis tastes lar
better than the restraints of a mail e- -
cort, while the opportunities ts score
even with the redskins were equally
Rood. "

It was during the general "round
op" on the frontier border of Texas
in the faU of 188), that 'Arkansaw
Charley," in company in company
with nine other cattlemen, wascaugnt
upon the plains bordering the head-
waters of the Brazos by a band of
thirty-fiv- e Comanches, all well
mounted ana armea ana lea oy one oi
the most daring sub-cble- fs. "Curly
Bill" Thompson, also born in Arkan- -

a. bat much older than Charier. wa
In charge of the "round-up.-" He was a
cowboy of much experience, and was
famous as an Indian tighter. The two
were intimate mends toe phrase
goes out west, they were "partners"what was owned by one belonged to
the other, and many daring exploits
Baa already maraea taeir career.

The cowboys were ail well mounted.
and armed with a' long range
Winchester rifle, and the cowboy's
friend, a pair of rs. They
uatt picutj r-- UI U1U1UU1,1UU, OVUJV
Jerked beef, and a canteen of water.

Argansaw unariey, tuouga not more
than 23, was the recognized leader
when an Indian fight was on nana ;ana
when the Comanches were discovered
sweeping down upon them from the

Charley, after a- short parley
with Curly Bill, but spurs to bis horse
to secure possession of a piece of high,
open ground' apparently about a mile
away.

A lively race now began-th- e cow
bova to eain cood flsrhtinsr. ground of
their own choice, and the Comanches
to cut them off. Arkansaw Charley
was riding a snlendid black stallion.

to full speed to keep up with their
dashing young leader, whose long

axen hair streamed out behind him
like the fan of an eagle. Not more
than one-thi- rd of the distance had
been made when one of their
horses fell,. tumbling the cowboy In a
ditch and breaking one of his legs. In-

stantly Charley aud Curly Bill baited
to tight where they were, rather than
tn loim one of their comrades in the
hands of the Comanches; but seeing
the disadvantage of the position, tney
rdned the horse, placed the crippled
eowboy upon bis saddle and tade him
follow toward the ridge.

The delay bad brought the Indians
near enough for showers of bullets
and arrows to fly at them, but happily
over their beads." The cowboys were
all expert horsemen, and were soon on
a sweepingirun, ana lucitny gaineu tue
summit of the ridge. Quickly staking
tUC HUrBt9 VUk VI laugc, nuvj tuva yv
sitlon flat on the ground at the highest
point and awaited the approach of the
Indians, who had stopped about one
thousand yards away.

Arkansaw unaney
had them immediately removed to a
secure place on the opposite slope of

When the Indians discovered this,
thev made another desDarate cbartre.
but were hgaia repulsed, four Indians
and ten horses being killed. Over
half the Indiana were now afoot, and
a council ensued, and resulted in the
Indians dlviaing tneir - xorce so as to
cover the whites in a ebarge from both
wet and south. - which would again
oring their Horses in- - range. Curly
Bill and tihree men at once moved
lower down, so as to cover the stock
with their rifles, while Charley and the
rest of the boys held me summit, un
came the savages with defiant yells,
charging Co foot and on horseback, but
strain were they repulsed with the loss
of six horses and one Indian wounded
A long parley ensued, and presently a
dozen or. more Comanches were seen
going over the hill with their horses ;

and half an hour later the same num
ber were eeen approaching afoot in a
very stealthy manner, which was soon
followed Dv like manoeuvres by the
other two squads. This change of
tactics on' the part of the Comanche
chief grektly perplexed Charley and
Curly Bill. "They are now creeping
on us tirtfUgh the grass to lay for every
man who exposes himself to their
sight," said Charley. "Crawl into the
around if von can boys "

In this way the fight was kept up till
thick darkness covered - the plains.
Two of the cowboys had been killed,
Doth snotiiin we neaa. a no

bov. a lad of seventeen; though
suffering great pain, fought all- - the
while, but on changing his position
to ease hlia pain, was struck dead by a
musket ball.

Curly Bill crept back to the summit,
sending three men to guard the boraes.
A council was held as to what was
beat to be cone. The darkness now
gave the savages the advantage; they,
being below, could not be sighted, but
everv time one of the cowboys raised
his bead it was outlined' against the
sky so plainly as to become a good tar-
get for the Comanche marksmen.

"They an now creep within twenty
yards of i us, can capture our horses,
and kill every man who pokes op his
head. They'll kUl us by detail," said
f!harlv. - '

Their situation was Indeed a critical
one. . To attempt to get away from the
Indians then seemea me merest lolly,
and to wait the coming of day was even
worse. i

"It's a ran for life any way we take
it," continued Charley. - "We'd better

Crawling tike a snake in the grass,
each man reached the picket which se-

cured hlar horse, then to his feet, and
in an instant all were mounted and off,
each man. taking his own direction
Charley and Cu ly BUI leading the
horses of tbeir dead comrades rode off
together. The savages, however, were
not asleep, and as soon as the whi es
showed themselves began a vigorous
shooting. But the cowboys were off
like a flash, leaving the Comanche
chief bitting his lips in rage over the
alip they had given him. Three-fourt- hs

of als horses were dead upon the plain,many ot his warriors killed and
wounded; and the whites gone and not
a horae captured.

Long was the night to that scattered
buncbXot cowboys upon the silent
plains. ;xTae Comanches were not idle.
The chief grew desperate, and taking
six warriors was soon upon the trail ot
the four horses, going in a northeaster-
ly direction, trailing them by the sound
of the shod hoofs tramoinsr the earth.
